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The answer is “no.” You cannot walk with God and speak contrary to
His Word. If God says you are blessed, but you say, “I'm cursed,” you
have broken agreement. If God says, “l will never leave thee, nor
forsake thee” (Hebrews 13:5), but you keep saying, “God has
abandoned me,” you have rejected His Promise with your tongue.

Words Are Carriers

Your words carry something. They are never neutral. They carry faith or
fear, hope or despair, love or hate, life or death. Jesus said in John 6:63,
“The words that | speak unto you, they are spirit, and they are life.”

When you speak God’s Word, you are releasing His Spirit and His Life
into a person or situation. But when you speak words of unbelief, you
are releasing the spirit of fear and the weight of death into that person
or situation.

Consider two people facing the same diagnosis from a doctor. One says, “I
will die from this.” The other says, “With His stripes | am healed” (Isaiah
53:5). Both are speaking — but only one is agreeing with God’s Word,
and only one is speaking life.

A Seed That Produces

In Luke 8:11, Jesus said, “The seed is the word of God.” Seeds must be
planted to produce. The planting happens when The Word moves from
your eyes and ears into your heart, and then out of your mouth. Just as a
farmer cannot expect a harvest from seed locked away in a barn, you
cannot expect the power of God’s Word to manifest if you keep it locked
inside a closed Bible.

promised.
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Life Or Death In A Crisis

| remember speaking with a man who had lost his business and was on the
brink of losing his home. He said, “Everything I’'ve built is gone. | don’t
know how I'll survive.” | gently asked him, “What are you speaking over
your situation?” He admitted that all he had been saying was, “I’m ruined.
I’'m finished.” | told him, “If you keep speaking that, you’re agreeing with
defeat. But if you will begin to speak God’s Word over your life —
verses about His Provision, His Faithfulness, and His Care — you will
change the atmosphere of your situation.”

He began to confess daily: “But my God shall supply all your need
according to his riches in glory by Christ Jesus.” (Philippians 4:19)
Within six months, doors opened for new business opportunities, and his
home was spared. The turnaround started when his mouth began to
agree with God’s Promises instead of his fears.

The Principle Of Fill And Spill

Jesus said in Matthew 12:34, “Out of the abundance of the heart the
mouth speaketh.” Your mouth will always reveal what fills your heart. If
you fill your heart with God’s Word, it will spill out in life-giving words.
If you fill your heart with doubt, fear, and negativity, those will spill out
instead.

This is why constant intake of The Word is essential. Read it. Meditate
on it. Hear it preached. Then, speak it — over your health, your family,
your finances, your future. Let your tongue become a fountain of life.

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Created In His Image To Speak

When God made man, He made something unique in all of creation — a
being shaped in His Own Image and Likeness. This was more than a
physical form. It was a spiritual blueprint. And one of the most important
features of that likeness is the ability to speak words with creative power.

Genesis 1:26-27 tells us:

“And God said, Let us make man in our image, after our likeness: and
let them have dominion... So God created man in his own image, in
the image of God created he him; male and female created he them.”

Right before these verses, we see God exercising the very power He
would give to man — the power of speech. Ten times in Genesis chapter
1 we read, “And God said...” followed by a creative act. Everything God
spoke became reality. He Spoke light, land, seas, plants, animals, and
stars into existence. Words were His Tools of Creation.

Made To Function Like God

Being made in His Image means we are designed to function like Him. Of
course, we are not God — but we have been given the privilege and
responsibility to operate with some of His Attributes. Among them is
the ability to speak words that can create, heal, encourage, direct,
and bless.

No animal has this gift. Birds can mimic words. Dolphins can make
complex sounds. But only man, made in God’s Image, can speak
intentional, meaningful words that carry spiritual weight.

Dominion Requires Speech

The very first assignment given to man was to take dominion. God said:

“Let them have dominion over the fish of the sea, and over the fowl of
the air, and over the cattle, and over all the earth...” (Genesis 1:26).

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Dominion is exercised in large part through words. Even in the Garden
of Eden, Adam’s first recorded task was naming the animals (Genesis
2:19-20). This was more than labeling. It was exercising authority
through spoken word.

Naming something is a declaration of identity and purpose. When
Adam named the animals, he was functioning in God’s Likeness —
speaking identity into creation.

Jesus Christ Restored Our Voice

Sin distorted and weakened mankind’s authority, but Jesus came to
restore it. In Matthew 12:37, He said, “For by thy words thou shalt be
justified, and by thy words thou shalt be condemned.” Our words
matter eternally. In Mark 11:23, Jesus affirmed that anyone who believes
and does not doubt “shall have whatsoever he saith.”

Jesus Himself modeled speaking words of authority. He calmed storms
by saying, “Peace, be still” (Mark 4:39). He called the dead to life by
saying, “Lazarus, come forth” (John 11:43). He cast out devils with a
command, “Go” (Matthew 8:32). Every miracle He performed involved
the power of spoken word.

Your Words Carry God’s Breath

When God formed Adam from the dust, He breathed into him the breath of
life (Genesis 2:7). That breath was more than air — it was God’s Spirit.
Every word you speak carries breath. For a believer, filled with the
Spirit, that breath is empowered by God Himself, when it agrees with
His Word.

Think of this: the very breath that spoke galaxies into existence now
flows through your words when you speak God’s Truth. That is why
idle, careless, or unbelieving speech is so dangerous. It misuses a
God-given gift.

Biblical Examples Of Created Speech

« Joshua commanded the sun and moon to stand still (Joshua 10:12—
13). God honored his faith-filled words.

« David spoke victory over Goliath before the battle began: “This day
will the LORD deliver thee into mine hand...” (1 Samuel 17:46).

« Elijah declared there would be no rain until he spoke otherwise —
and it was so for three and a half years (1 Kings 17:1).

In each case, God’s Servant spoke boldly, in alignment with His Will,
and creation obeyed.

The Image Still Stands

The fall of man did not erase the image of God. It marred it. The new birth
in Jesus Christ restores our relationship with Him and reactivates our
authority. Ephesians 5:1 tells us to be “followers of God, as dear
children.” The Greek word for “followers” here means imitators. Just as
a child imitates a parent, we are to imitate our Heavenly Father — including
how He Uses Words.

If God’s method of creating and governing is speaking, then part of your
calling is to create and govern your life through speaking His Word.

A Modern lllustration

Consider a construction site. The architect designs the building, the
engineer confirms the structure, and the workers build it. But what holds it
all together is communication. If the foreman’s instructions are wrong,
the building suffers.

In the same way, your life is under construction every day. God has already
given the blueprint — His Word. But if your mouth is giving the wrong
instructions, you will build the wrong life. Being created in His Image
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means your speech must line up with His Design, if you want the right
results.

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The Law Of Confession

There are laws in the natural world that operate whether you understand
them or not. Gravity, for example, will pull you to the ground whether you
know about it or believe in it. In the same way, there are laws in the
spiritual realm — unchanging principles set in place by God — that work
for all who live on earth. One of these is the law of confession.

The law of confession is this: What you continually speak with your
mouth, you will eventually experience in your life — whether for good
or for evil.

This is not a man-made idea. It is rooted in the unshakable Word Of God.

The Bible Foundation For The Law Of Confession

Proverbs 6:2 says:

“Thou art snared with the words of thy mouth, thou art taken with the
words of thy mouth.”

Notice that it does not say you are snared by someone else’s words — it
says your words trap you or free you. What comes out of your mouth
will either become a cage that imprisons you or a key that releases you.

Romans 10:9-10 explains that even Salvation — the greatest miracle of
all — operates on this law:

“That if thou shalt confess with thy mouth the Lord Jesus, and shalt
believe in thine heart that God hath raised him from the dead, thou
shalt be saved. For with the heart man believeth unto righteousness;
and with the mouth confession is made unto salvation.”

You believe with your heart, but you seal it with your mouth. Without
the confession, the transaction is incomplete.

Why Confession Matters

Some people say, “God knows my heart; | don’t have to say it.” But God
designed the spiritual system so that the heart and mouth work together.
Believing is vital — but believing alone is not enough. Even demons
believe in God (James 2:19), but they are not saved. Faith must be
expressed through confession.

Confession means more than admitting sin or wrongdoing. In Scripture,
“confession” often means to say the same thing that God says — to
agree with His Word.

This is why Hebrews 4:14 urges:
“Let us hold fast our profession.”

The word “profession” here is the same as “confession” — holding fast
to speaking what God Says.

God expects you to believe, and also confess with your words what
you believe. Your confession demonstrates what you truly believe!

That is why there is such a war going on in the spiritual realm to try to get
you to confess sinful, evil, wrong, or incorrect things, and waste your time
on entertainment that produces no good fruit. Instead, spend time desiring
more of God’s Truth, meditating and confessing His Word, to shift the world
around you daily. Hunger and thirst after God’s Righteousness. Walk in
the spirit, not after the lust of the flesh. Walk by faith, not by your sight.

You are what you confess that you are. What you will become is the
result of what you speak about yourself! When you get into alignment
with what God says about you, and with the destiny God already has
planned for your life, your God-given destiny successfully manifests.

Confession Is Not Magic Words

The Law Of Confession is not about saying something a few times like a
charm and expecting results. It is about a consistent, faith-filled alignment
between your heart and your mouth. Jesus made this clear in Mark 11:23:
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“For verily | say unto you, That whosoever shall say unto this
mountain, Be thou removed, and be thou cast into the sea; and shall
not doubt in his heart, but shall believe that those things which he
saith shall come to pass; he shall have whatsoever he saith.”

Three times in this verse Jesus refers to speaking, and only once to
believing. Why? Because what you believe must be reinforced and
released through the words that you speak, until the result appears.

Biblical Examples Of The Law In Action

 The Israelites in the wilderness repeatedly said, “Would God we had
died in Egypt” (Numbers 14:2). Eventually, that’s exactly what
happened — they died in the wilderness instead of entering The
Promised Land.

« The woman with the issue of blood said within herself, “If | may
but touch his garment, | shall be whole” (Matthew 9:21). Her
confession preceded her healing.

« Blind Bartimaeus cried out, “Jesus, thou Son of David, have
mercy on me” (Mark 10:47). His words brought him into the presence
of Jesus and opened the door for his sight to be restored.

In each case, what was spoken set the outcome into motion.

Confession Works in Both Directions

The law of confession works positively or negatively. If you constantly
speak defeat, lack, fear, poverty or sickness, you are giving those things
permission to remain in your life. If you continually speak God’s Promises
of hope, victory, provision, peace, joy and healing, you are giving Him
Permission to bring them to pass.

Your mouth is like a steering wheel for your life. James 3:4-5 compares it
to the rudder of a ship — small, yet able to turn the entire vessel. No matter
how strong the wind, the rudder determines the direction. Likewise, your
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confession determines whether you are moving toward blessing or
toward destruction.

A Modern Example

| once spoke with a woman who constantly said, “I'm always sick in the
winter. Every year, without fail, | catch the worst flu.” And she did — year
after year. | encouraged her to replace that confession with God’s Word:
“No plague shall come nigh my dwelling” (Psalm 91:10). At first she
hesitated, thinking it sounded presumptuous. But she agreed to try it. That
winter, for the first time in decades, she stayed completely healthy.

It wasn’t superstition — it was the law of confession at work.

How To Put The Law Of Confession To Work

1. ldentify what you’ve been saying. Pay attention to your daily words
— in conversation, in prayer, even in casual remarks.

2. Compare your words with God’s Word. Do they agree? If not,
change them. Never negate God’s Promises by agreeing with sin,

3. Speak God’s Promises daily. Not just when you feel inspired —
make it a habit.

4. Refuse to speak contrary words. Even in pressure, don’t cancel
your faith with negative speech.

5. Hold Fast. Keep confessing until you see the result, no matter how
long it takes.

Here are a few Bible-based confessions to speak aloud each day:
« “l hold fast my confession of faith without wavering.” (Hebrews 10:23)

« “My words are life to me and health to my flesh.” (Proverbs 4:22)
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« “l say only what God’s Word says about my life.” (Matthew 4:4)

« ‘| speak blessing and not cursing over myself and others.” (James
3:10)

Key Takeaway:

The law of confession is a God-ordained principle that works constantly, for
good or for harm. You cannot speak defeat and expect victory. You cannot
speak lack and expect abundance. But when your mouth lines up with
God’s Word, you set in motion The Power Of Heaven to bring His
Promises to pass in your life.
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Aligning Your Voice With God’s Voice

In the natural world, two sound waves moving in the same direction amplify
each other. But when sound waves move in opposite directions, they can
cancel each other out. The same principle is true in the spirit: when your
voice agrees with God’s Voice, His Power is amplified in your life. But
when your words oppose His Words, you weaken or cancel the very
blessings He intends for you.

Life is a series of opportunities that God has graciously given to you, for
you to either agree with God by what you confess through your words,
or for you to disagree or reject God by what you confess with your words.
The Holy Spirit is a gentleman, and never forces you to walk in agreement
with God’s Ways and God’s Word.

| highly encourage that you read about my experience being taken by an
angel to Hell, “To Hell And Back: A Christian Vision That Will Shake
Your Soul” by Robert Woeger. This should help everyone want to live their
life glorifying God, escaping eternal loneliness and separation from God.

The Power Of Agreement

Amos 3:3 asks:
“Can two walk together, except they be agreed?”

Walking with God requires agreement, and agreement begins with
your mouth. God has already spoken His Will in His Word. When you
choose to speak the same thing, you step into harmony with His Plan.

Jesus lived in perfect alignment with the Father. He said in John 12:49-50:

“For | have not spoken of myself; but the Father which sent me, he
gave me a commandment, what | should say, and what | should
speak... whatsoever | speak therefore, even as the Father said unto
me, so | speak.”
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If The Son Of God refused to speak anything contrary to The Father,
how much more should we not speak contrary to God or His Word?

Mismatched Words, Mismatched Outcomes

Many Christians pray according to God’s Promises, but immediately speak
words that contradict those very prayers. They ask God for healing, then
say to a friend, “I just know I’m going to get worse.” They pray for provision,
then say, “I'll probably go broke.”

This is like planting good seed and then pouring poison on it. James 3:10
warns: “Out of the same mouth proceedeth blessing and cursing. My
brethren, these things ought not so to be.”

Why Alignment Matters

Your voice is an instrument God uses to release His Will on earth.
Psalm 103:20 says of the angels:

“Bless the LORD, ye his angels, that excel in strength, that do his
commandments, hearkening unto the voice of his word.”

Notice that angels obey “the voice of his word.” The Bible is God’s Word,
but it becomes “voice” when spoken aloud — whether by God Himself
or by you. When your voice aligns with His Word, you activate the forces
of Heaven to carry out His Will.

Biblical Example: Caleb and Joshua

When the twelve spies returned from Canaan (Numbers 13—14), ten spoke
words of fear: “We be not able to go up against the people; for they are
stronger than we.” But Caleb and Joshua aligned their voices with God’s
Promise: “Let us go up at once, and possess it; for we are well able to
overcome it.”

The ten spies perished in the wilderness. Caleb and Joshua entered the
Promised Land. The difference? Agreement with God’s Voice.
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How To Align Your Voice With His

1. Know His Word. You cannot speak in agreement with God if you do
not know what He Has Said. Spend time daily reading and meditating
on Scripture.

2. Correct Your Speech. When you hear yourself saying something
contrary to God’s Word, stop, repent, and replace it immediately.

3. Practice Speaking His Promises. Turn Bible verses into personal
declarations.

4. Guard Against Idle Words. Jesus said in Matthew 12:36, “That
every idle word that men shall speak, they shall give account
thereof in the day of judgment.”

A Modern lllustration

| met a man who was believing for a new job. He prayed daily for God to
open a door. But in every conversation, he would say, “It's hopeless — no
one’s hiring people like me.” | told him, “You are agreeing with the wrong
voice. God says He Opens doors no man can shut. Whose report will
you believe?”

He changed his speech to align with Revelation 3:8: “Behold, | have set
before thee an open door, and no man can shut it.” Within weeks, he
was offered a job far better than he had expected.

Alignment In Prayer

Jesus taught us to pray, “Thy will be done in earth, as it is in heaven”
(Matthew 6:10).

We pray this by speaking His Word into the situations of earth. God’s Will is
already perfect in Heaven. Our role is to echo His Will on earth with our
mouths.
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When you speak in harmony with Heaven, you bring Heaven’s Power into
earthly circumstances. “...not my will, but thine, be done.” Luke 22:42.

Practical Confession Exercise

Here are a few confessions to help align your voice with God’s:
e “My mouth agrees with God’s Word in all things.” (Amos 3:3)
« ‘| speak only what my Father says.” (John 12:49-50)

« “| give voice to God’s Word, and His angels perform it.” (Psalm
103:20)

o “l will possess what God has promised me.” (Numbers 13:30)

Key Takeaway:

The power of speaking God’s Word lies not just in saying it, but in
aligning your voice with His Voice at all times. Agreement with God
releases His Authority into your life. Disagreement hinders it. The
choice is yours — your outcome will follow your agreement.
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Faith Speaks Before It Sees

One of the most remarkable truths in The Bible is that faith speaks before
the answer appears. Faith does not wait for physical evidence to declare
victory. Faith is the voice of confidence in God’s Word while the problem
still looks unsolved.

Hebrews 11:1 defines it clearly:

“Now faith is the substance of things hoped for, the evidence of
things not seen.”

Faith deals with things “not seen.” It talks as if the answer is already
present, because it is convinced God’s Word is true. This is not
pretending — it is believing.

You need to start calling things that are not, as though they were. See
Romans 4:17. Start to speak in agreement with what God has already said.

What you confess, in faith, in agreement with God’s Word, you will
possess!

God Operates By This Principle

From the very beginning, God modeled speaking before seeing.
Genesis 1:3 says:
“And God said, Let there be light: and there was light.”

God did not wait for light to appear before speaking. He Spoke it into
being, and it became reality.

Romans 4:17 declares that God “calleth those things which be not as
though they were.” When you imitate this principle, you are functioning in
His Nature.

Abraham’s Example
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Abraham was promised a son when he and Sarah were far past
childbearing age. God changed Abram’s name to Abraham, which
means “father of many nations” (Genesis 17:5). Every time someone
called his name, they were speaking God’s Promise over him.

For years, Abraham heard and spoke that name before Isaac was born.
This was faith speaking before it saw. Romans 4:20-21 says of
Abraham:

“He staggered not at the promise of God through unbelief; but was
strong in faith, giving glory to God; And being fully persuaded that,
what he had promised, he was able also to perform.”

The Shunammite Woman

In 2 Kings 4, the Shunammite woman’s son died suddenly. Instead of
falling into despair, she told her servant, “It shall be well.” When her
husband asked why she was going to see Elisha, she replied, “It shall be
well.” She was speaking faith before seeing the miracle. When she
reached the prophet, her son was restored to life.

Faith Contradicts The Senses

Your physical senses tell you what is happening in the natural. Faith
speaks from what is true in the spirit. The senses may say, “You are
sick.” Faith says, “With his stripes | am healed” (Isaiah 53:5). The
senses may say, “You have no way forward.” Faith says, “The LORD shall
fight for you, and ye shall hold your peace” (Exodus 14:14).

This is why 2 Corinthians 5:7 declares:

“For we walk by faith, not by sight.”

The Risk Of Waiting To Speak
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If you wait to speak God’s Word until you see results, you are not
operating in faith — you are operating in sight. Faith’s power is in pre-
declaring the victory based on God’s Promise, not on visible proof.

When Jesus Christ spoke to the fig tree in Mark 11:14, “No man eat fruit

of thee hereafter for ever,” nothing visibly happened at that moment.
But the next day the disciples saw it dried up from the roots. Faith speaks
first. The manifestation follows.

A Modern Example

| knew a young couple who were told by doctors they could never have
children. They decided to believe God’s Promise in Psalm 113:9: “He
maketh the barren woman to keep house, and to be a joyful mother of
children.”

They began thanking God aloud every night for the children they did
not yet see. They bought baby clothes as an act of faith. Two years later,
they held their first child in their arms. Faith spoke long before the nursery
was filled.

How To Speak Before You See

1. Find The Promise. Search Scripture until you find God’s Word that
covers your need.

2. Speak It Daily. Declare it aloud, not just in silent prayer.

3. Refuse To Contradict It. Don’t cancel your faith by speaking doubt,
when the situation looks unchanged.

4. Add Thanksgiving. Thank God now for what you believe will be seen
later.

Practical Confession Exercise
Here are declarations to help train your voice to speak faith before sight:
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« “l walk by faith, not by sight.” (2 Corinthians 5:7)
e ‘| call things which be not as though they were.” (Romans 4:17)

e ‘It shall be well with me, for the Lord keeps His promises.” (2 Kings
4:23)

e “l thank God now for the victory | am about to see.” (Philippians 4:6)

Key Takeaway:

Faith does not wait for proof before it speaks. It speaks because
God’s Word is proof enough. Speaking faith before you see results
positions you for the miraculous — because it agrees with the very
way God Himself operates.
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Silencing The Voice Of Doubt

Doubt is the thief of blessings. It is the quiet saboteur that works to cancel
your faith and stop the power of God’s Word from producing in your life.
You cannot speak faith and doubt at the same time — one will silence
the other. If you want the words of your mouth to carry Heaven’s Power,
you must learn to silence the voice of doubt.

Doubt Always Speaks

James 1:6—7 warns:

“But let him ask in faith, nothing wavering. For he that wavereth is
like a wave of the sea driven with the wind and tossed. For let not that
man think that he shall receive any thing of the Lord.”

Doubt has a voice. It whispers, What if this doesn’t work? What if God
doesn’t come through? What if you’re just fooling yourself? And if you
give those whispers your mouth, they grow louder until they overpower
your confession of faith.

Eve’s Example In The Garden Of Eden

The very first temptation in the Bible was an attack on God’s Word. In

Genesis 3:1, the serpent said to Eve, “Yea, hath God said...?” That was

doubt speaking. The enemy still uses the same method today — planting
questions to get you to waver in your faith and trust in God.

Eve entertained the question, and soon she contradicted God’s Word.
The moment her mouth agreed with doubt, instead of truth, the fall of
man began.

Doubt In The Midst Of A Miracle

In Matthew 14:29-31, Peter stepped out of the boat and walked on water
at Jesus’ Word, “Come.” But when he saw the wind and waves, fear and
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doubt entered. He began to sink, and Jesus said, “O thou of little faith,
wherefore didst thou doubt?”

Notice — Peter was operating in faith. He was walking in the miraculous.
But the moment doubt spoke louder than God’s Word, he began to
sink.

Recognizing The Voice Of Doubt

The voice of doubt often disguises itself as:

Reasoning: “Let’s be realistic...”
Self-protection: “Don’t get your hopes up.”
False humility: “God might do that for others, but not for me.”

Negative experience: “It didn’t work last time, so it won’t work now.”

These are not harmless thoughts. They are seeds of unbelief that, if
spoken, will uproot the seeds of God’s Word you’ve planted.

How To Silence Doubt

1. Answer It With The Word. When Satan tempted Jesus Christ, He

answered, “It is written...” (Matthew 4:4). Don’t debate doubt —
declare Truth.

Refuse To Speak It. Even if you feel doubtful, keep your mouth
from releasing it into the atmosphere.

. Surround Yourself With Faith. Be around people who speak life,

not those who reinforce your fears.

. Guard Your Intake. Doubt often grows from what you watch, read,

and hear. Feed on faith-building Scriptures and testimonies.

A Modern Example
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A businessman | knew was believing God for a major financial
breakthrough. Every time a delay came, he would say, “Maybe this isn’t
God’s will after all.” | told him, “You’re giving doubt your voice.”

He made a choice to replace those words with Proverbs 10:22: “The
blessing of the LORD, it maketh rich, and he addeth no sorrow with
it.” Within two months, a contract he’d been waiting on for over a year was
signed, and the funds came in. The turning point was silencing doubt.

Faith And Doubt Cannot Share The Same Mouth

Mark 11:23 teaches that when you “shall not doubt in your heart, but
shall believe,” you will have what you say. Faith and doubt are like light
and darkness — they cannot occupy the same space. One will drive the
other out.

If you give your voice to doubt, it will choke your faith. But if you give your
voice to God’s Word, it will silence doubt.

Practical Confession Exercise

Here are declarations to help you keep doubt quiet:
« ‘| refuse to give doubt my voice.” (James 1:6-7)
e “ltis written: God’s Promises are true for me.” (2 Corinthians 1:20)

e “l cast down every thought that contradicts God’s Word.” (2
Corinthians 10:5)

e “My heart is fixed, trusting in the LORD.” (Psalm 112:7)

Key Takeaway:

Doubt will always try to speak, but you have the power to silence it by
giving your voice to God’s Truth instead. Every time that you refuse
to speak doubt, you strengthen your faith, and move closer to the
manifestation of God’s Promises in your life.
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When Fear Hijacks Your Faith

In the last chapter, we exposed the destructive power of doubt and how it
can rob you of God’s Best for your life. But doubt rarely works alone. It has
a close ally — one that often opens the door for doubt to enter in the first
place. That ally is fear.

Fear and doubt are like twin thieves. Doubt will challenge God’s Promises,
but fear will pressure you to agree with the challenge. Fear’s ultimate

mission is to disconnect you from trusting God’s Word, manipulating your
thoughts and words so that you unknowingly align yourself with defeat.

If the devil can’t take The Word out of your heart, he will try to plant fear
in your mind, until you stop speaking The Word with confidence. And
the moment you let fear guide your confession, you weaken the flow
of Heaven’s Power in your life.

Fear’s Manipulation Of Faith

Fear doesn’t always come as a loud, panicked feeling. It often arrives
disguised as wisdom, caution, or “just being realistic.” It will whisper:

« “Lower your expectations — that way, you won’t be disappointed.”
 “What if God doesn’t do it this time?”
o “You’d better prepare for the worst.”

These suggestions sound reasonable, but they are actually spiritual
sabotage. They redirect your words away from faith, and toward the
problem, directly opposing Jesus Christ’s command in Mark 5:36:

“Be not afraid, only believe.”

The Mouth Under Fear’s Control

Fear is not just an emotion; it’s a spirit that seeks expression. lts most

powerful weapon is your own mouth. Proverbs 6:2 warns:
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“Thou art snared with the words of thy mouth, thou art taken with the
words of thy mouth.”

When fear controls your mouth, you begin to prophesy defeat over
your own life, giving the enemy the agreement he needs to block or
delay God’s Promises from manifesting.

Scriptural Case Studies

1. Israel At The Edge Of The Promise — Numbers 13—-14 shows us that
fear of giants outweighed faith in God’s Word, causing a generation
to die in the wilderness.

2. Peter On The Water — Matthew 14:29-30 records Peter walking on
water by faith, until fear shifted his focus from The Lord to the storm,
and he began to sink.

3. Job’s Confession — Job 3:25 says, “For the thing which | greatly
feared is come upon me, and that which | was afraid of is come
unto me.” Fear draws the very thing it dreads.

Fear’s Effect On Heaven’s Power

The Kingdom Of God operates through faith, and faith works by love
(Galatians 5:6). Fear works by torment (1 John 4:18). It distorts your
perspective, magnifies the problem, and diminishes your expectation of
God. Just as faith releases Heaven’s Power, fear disrupts and resists it.

Breaking Fear’s Grip

1. Recognize It Quickly — The sooner you identify fear’s voice, the
sooner you can stop it from shaping your confession.

2. Respond With The Word — Every fear-laden thought must be
answered out loud with Scripture, just as Jesus did in the wilderness.
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3. Stay Rooted In God’s Love — Meditating on His Perfect Love drives
fear out of your heart (1 John 4:18).

4. Act In Faith Despite Fear’s Pressure — Courage is choosing to obey
God’s Word, even when fear’s voice is the loudest.

Modern-Day Testimony

A man believed for a breakthrough in his business. As weeks passed
without visible progress, fear began whispering, “What if this collapses?
What if you lose everything?” Those thoughts influenced his words,
and soon he was speaking as if failure was certain. Realizing he had
surrendered his mouth to fear, he repented, began declaring God’s
Promises again, and within months, his business experienced record
growth.

Fear Wants The Last Word

Fear’s aim is not simply to make you nervous — it wants to dominate
your words so your confession loses its Heavenly Agreement. The
victory comes when you refuse to let fear speak through you, choosing
instead to speak God’s Word until the manifestation arrives.

Confession To Keep Fear Out

Father God, | refuse to allow fear to direct my words or actions. |
reject every fearful thought, and replace it with Your Truth. My mouth
will speak only what You Have Promised, and | trust Your Love to cast
out all fear. In Jesus Christ’s Name, | pray. Amen.
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Speaking Healing Into Your Body

Your body was designed by God to respond to His Word. Just as He
Spoke Creation into existence, He has given you the authority to speak
His Promises over your physical health. When you speak God’s Word
into your body, you are releasing His Life-giving Power into the very cells,
tissues, and organs that need restoration.

God’s Word Is Medicine
Proverbs 4:20-22 declares:

“My son, attend to my words; incline thine ear unto my sayings.

Let them not depart from thine eyes; keep them in the midst of thine
heart. For they are life unto those that find them, and health to all
their flesh.”

The Hebrew word for “health” here can also mean “medicine.” God’s
Word is supernatural medicine — without harmful side effects — and
it works when you take it the way He Prescribes: hearing it, keeping it
before your eyes, storing it in your heart, and speaking it out loud.

Jesus Christ And The Spoken Word Of Healing

Throughout the Gospels, Jesus healed with words. He told the leper, “Be

thou clean” (Mark 1:41). He told the paralyzed man, “Arise, take up thy
bed, and go unto thine house” (Matthew 9:6). He commanded the dead,
“Lazarus, come forth” (John 11:43).

In each case, healing was released through the spoken word. If The
Son Of God ministered healing this way, we can follow His Example by
speaking God’s Healing Promises over ourselves.

Your Mouth Can Agree With Life Or With Sickness
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The body listens to the voice of the spirit — and the spirit expresses itself
through the mouth. When you say, “I'm sick,” “I'm getting worse,” or “/ll
never recover,” you are agreeing with the sickness. But when you declare,
“By His stripes | am healed” (Isaiah 53:5), you are agreeing with the
finished work of Jesus Christ.

This does not mean ignoring symptoms or denying reality — it means
refusing to let symptoms have the final say over God’s Truth.

Repent For Speaking Against Your Body Or Holding Resentment

Many Christian Believers are sick today because they have cursed their
body with their words. Negative words can impact your health, and your
body responds to your negative speaking. You must repent to God for
speaking negative words, or having negative thoughts, against your body.

Choose today to forgive your body for being injured or sick, and instead
start joyfully speaking life to your body and your health, according to the
many Health Promises in God’s Word. Many people have reported healing
came into their body, once they forgave their body for being sick or injured.
Stop agreeing with the diagnosis, and instead agree with what God Says.

The Creative Power Of Healing Words

Psalm 107:20 says:
“He sent his word, and healed them, and delivered them from their
destructions.”

When you speak Scripture over your body, you are sending God’s Word
to do what it was sent to do: heal and deliver.

Biblical Example: The Centurion’s Faith

In Matthew 8:8—10, the Roman centurion told Jesus, “Speak the word
only, and my servant shall be healed.” Jesus marveled at his faith
because he understood authority — that the spoken word carries
power to produce results without physical contact.
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Your healing can manifest the same way — by speaking The Word only.

A Modern Testimony

A friend of mine was diagnosed with a degenerative condition that doctors
said would worsen over time. Instead of giving in, she began every
morning declaring Psalm 103:3: “Who forgiveth all thine iniquities; who
healeth all thy diseases.”

She also laid hands on her body and said aloud, “Body, you are The
Temple Of The Holy Ghost. Sickness, you have no place here.” Over
months, her symptoms lessened, and eventually, medical tests showed no
sign of the disease.

How to Speak Healing Into Your Body

1. Find Healing Scriptures. Examples include Isaiah 53:5, 1 Peter
2:24, Psalm 103:3, and Matthew 8:17.

2. Make Them Personal. Instead of “By His stripes we are healed,” say,
“By His stripes | am healed.”

3. Speak Daily And Consistently. Just as you wouldn’t take medicine
once and expect a full cure, keep speaking God’s Word until it
fully manifests.

4. Refuse Conflicting Speech. Don’t sabotage your healing by
repeating fear, doubt, or hopelessness. Stay in agreement with God.

Practical Confession Exercise
Here are powerful healing confessions to speak over your body:
e “By His stripes | am healed.” (Isaiah 53:5)

 “The Lord is restoring health unto me and healing me of all wounds.”
(Jeremiah 30:17)
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« “The law of the Spirit of life in Christ Jesus has made me free from the
law of sin and death.” (Romans 8:2)

« “The same Spirit that raised Jesus from the dead quickens my mortal
body.” (Romans 8:11)

Key Takeaway:

Healing is not only something you ask God for — it is something you
release into your body through His Word. When you speak His
Promises over your health, in faith, you send life, restoration, and
strength into every part of your being.

Speaking Provision Into Your Life

God is not only The Healer of your body; He is also The Provider of every
need in your life. From the first page of Scripture to the last, we see a God
who supplies — abundantly, faithfully, and often in ways that defy human
logic. But just like with healing, provision is not meant to be a silent wish. It
is meant to be spoken in agreement with His Promises.

God’s Name Reveals His Nature

In Genesis 22:14, after God provided a ram in place of Isaac, Abraham
called the place “Jdehovah-jireh”, meaning The LORD Will Provide. This
name is not a title God sometimes uses. It is part of His Eternal Nature.
He is The Provider.

Psalm 23:1 affirms:
“The LORD is my shepherd; | shall not want.”

If you truly believe that, your mouth should echo it daily: “l shall not
want. My God is my Shepherd, and He Supplies all | need.”

Jesus Taught Us To Speak Provision

In Matthew 6:11, Jesus Christ told His disciples to pray, “Give us this day
our daily bread.” This was not a vague hope. It was a direct request
spoken to The Heavenly Father.

And in John 16:23—24, He said, “Whatsoever ye shall ask the Father in
my name, he will give it you... ask, and ye shall receive, that your joy
may be full.”

God’s Provision is released when you speak it in faith, not when you
just silently wish for it.

Provision Is More Than Money
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When the Bible speaks of God’s Provision, it includes every area of life:
 Wisdom for decisions (James 1:5)
« Strength for trials (Nehemiah 8:10)
« Opportunities for advancement (Revelation 3:8)
 Material needs like food, shelter, and clothing (Matthew 6:31-33)

When you speak provision into your life, you’re not just talking about
financial supply — you’re inviting God’s Abundance into every need.

Biblical Examples Of Spoken Provision

« Elijah And The Widow At Zarephath (1 Kings 17:13—-14): Elijah
spoke a promise — “The barrel of meal shall not waste” — and her
household was sustained through famine.

 Jesus Feeding The Multitudes (Matthew 14:19-21): He blessed
and broke the bread before the miracle happened, speaking
gratitude before the provision multiplied.

 Peter’s Tax Money (Matthew 17:27): Jesus told Peter to catch a fish
and find the coin in its mouth. A spoken instruction released the
provision.

A Modern Testimony

| met a single mother who was facing eviction. She had been quietly
worrying, but not speaking God’s Word over her situation. | encouraged her
to start declaring Philippians 4:19:

“But my God shall supply all your need according to his riches in
glory by Christ Jesus.”

She began every morning and evening saying aloud, “God is my source.
My needs are met. | will not be moved by what | see.” Within two weeks,
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a distant relative unexpectedly offered to pay three months of her rent in
advance, giving her time to stabilize her income.

How To Speak Provision Into Your Life

1. ldentify Your Need — Be specific. God responds to precise faith.

2. Find The Scripture Promise — Examples: Psalm 23:1, Philippians
4:19, Matthew 6:33.

3. Speak It Daily — Not only in prayer, but in conversation.

4. Thank God In Advance — Gratitude before the provision arrives is a
declaration of trust.

5. Reject Words Of Lack — Stop saying “l can’t afford it” or “There’s
never enough.” Replace with “God supplies my needs in abundance.”

A Key Principle: Seek The Giver First

Matthew 6:33 gives the foundation for all provision:

“But seek ye first the kingdom of God, and his righteousness; and all
these things shall be added unto you.”

When your priorities align with God’s, provision flows more naturally —
and your spoken words carry greater authority because they agree with His
Purposes.

Practical Confession Exercise

Speak these aloud to invite God’s provision into your life:
e« “The LORD is my shepherd; | shall not want.” (Psalm 23:1)

« “My God supplies all my needs according to His riches in glory by
Christ Jesus.” (Philippians 4:19)
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« ‘I seek first the kingdom of God, and all these things are added to
me.” (Matthew 6:33)

e “The blessing of the LORD makes me rich and adds no sorrow.”
(Proverbs 10:22)

Key Takeaway:

God’s Provision is part of His Covenant with you. It is released into your life
when your mouth agrees with His Word, and refuses to speak lack.
Whether the need is physical, financial, or emotional, your spoken
agreement with God’s Promises will draw His Supply into your situation.
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Authority Over The Enemy

From the moment you were born again, you were given authority over the
kingdom of darkness. This is not authority you earn by years of service or

religious performance — it is your inheritance in Christ. But like every part
of God’s Provision, it must be activated and enforced with your mouth.

Satan is a defeated foe, but he is not yet silent. He will try to harass, tempt,
oppress, and deceive. Your victory depends on knowing and speaking
the authority God has given you.

Jesus Delegated His Authority
In Luke 10:19, Jesus said:

“Behold, | give unto you power to tread on serpents and scorpions,
and over all the power of the enemy: and nothing shall by any means
hurt you.”

The word “power” here is more accurately translated “authority” — the
right to act and enforce God’s Will on earth. This authority is not partial.
It is over all the power of the enemy. And it comes with a promise:
nothing shall hurt you.

Authority Requires A Voice

Jesus exercised His Authority with words. He spoke to demons: “Go”
(Matthew 8:32). He rebuked the storm: “Peace, be still” (Mark 4:39). He
commanded sickness to leave, and it left. He never silently wished for
evil to go away — He spoke to it.

Mark 16:17—18 extends this same authority to all Christian Believers:

“In my name shall they cast out devils... they shall lay hands on the
sick, and they shall recover.”

The Name Of Jesus Christ, spoken in faith, is the highest authority in
Heaven and earth.

The Enemy Understands Authority

In Acts 19:13—16, certain men tried to cast out demons “by Jesus whom
Paul preacheth.” The demons replied, “Jesus | know, and Paul | know;
but who are ye?” They lacked true relationship and authority, and the
enemy overpowered them.

Authority comes from being in Christ and knowing your position in Him.
Ephesians 2:6 says that God “hath raised us up together, and made us
sit together in heavenly places in Christ Jesus.” You speak from a
seat of victory, not from a place of fear.

Biblical Example: David And Goliath

Before David ever slung a stone, he used his voice to enforce God’s
Authority:

“This day will the LORD deliver thee into mine hand; and | will smite
thee...” (1 Samuel 17:46).

David didn’t fight hoping God might help. He declared the outcome
before the battle began, speaking in the authority of God’s Covenant.

A Modern Example

| knew a missionary who was confronted by witch doctors in a remote
village. They tried to curse him openly. He stepped forward and calmly
declared, “In the name of Jesus Christ, your power is broken. You
cannot touch me or this work of God.” The opposition dissolved within
days, and many in that village turned to Jesus Christ.

The change came not from fear or retreat, but from a bold spoken
enforcement of authority.
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How To Exercise Authority Over The Enemy

1. Know Your Position — You are seated with Jesus Christ in heavenly
places (Ephesians 2:6).

2. Use The Name Of Jesus Christ — Speak it boldly. His Name
carries the highest authority (Philippians 2:9-10).

3. Command, Don’t Beg — You don’t plead with the devil. You
command him to go, In The Name Of Jesus Christ.

4. Speak The Word — Just as Jesus Christ did in Matthew 4, answer
every attack with “It is written...”

5. Stand Your Ground — Don’t withdraw your confession until the
enemy flees (James 4:7).

Words That Defeat The Enemy

Revelation 12:11 reveals the twofold weapon of victory:

“And they overcame him by the blood of the Lamb, and by the word
of their testimony...”

The blood secures your authority; your spoken testimony enforces it.

When you testify with your mouth what The Blood Of Jesus Christ
has done — forgiving your sins, breaking the curse, delivering you
from the enemy’s power — you are striking a blow that Satan cannot
withstand.

Practical Confession Exercise

Speak these aloud to enforce your authority daily:

« ‘I have authority over all the power of the enemy, and nothing shall
hurt me.” (Luke 10:19)
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 “l submit to God, | resist the devil, and he flees from me.” (James 4:7)

e “In the name of Jesus Christ, every work of the enemy against me is
destroyed.” (1 John 3:8)

e “l overcome by the blood of the Lamb and the word of my testimony.”
(Revelation 12:11)

Key Takeaway:

Your authority over the enemy is already settled in Heaven. But it
must be enforced on earth with your mouth. When you speak in The
Name Of Jesus Christ, backed by The Word Of God, the powers of
darkness must obey.
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Turning Deserts Into Gardens

God specializes in transforming barren, lifeless places into flourishing,
fruitful ones. He did it for His People in the wilderness, He did it for nations
throughout history, and He can do it in your life. But one of the greatest
keys to this transformation is the words you speak. When your mouth
gives voice to His Promises, He turns your desert into a garden.

God’s Promise To Transform

Isaiah 51:3 declares:

“For the LORD shall comfort Zion: he will comfort all her waste
places; and he will make her wilderness like Eden, and her desert like
the garden of the LORD; joy and gladness shall be found therein,
thanksgiving, and the voice of melody.”

This is a promise. God can take a dry, hopeless, unproductive place and
make it overflow with life. But notice the end of the verse: joy, gladness,
thanksgiving, and melody — all involve the mouth. What you say and sing
in a barren season prepares the way for God to send the rain.

Speaking Life Into Barren Situations

Ezekiel 37 gives us a vivid picture. God took Ezekiel to a valley full of dry
bones and asked, “Can these bones live?” Then He told him, “Prophesy
upon these bones, and say unto them, O ye dry bones, hear the word
of the LORD.” (Ezekiel 37:4)

Ezekiel obeyed, and as he spoke God’s Words, the bones came together,
flesh formed, and breath entered them. What was dead became an army.

In the same way, your desert — whether it’s a failing relationship, finances,
a stagnant career, or a spiritual drought — can come to life when you
speak The Word into it.
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The Danger Of Negative Speech In Dry Seasons

In Numbers 14:27-29, the Israelites in the wilderness complained
continually, saying they would die there. God said, “As ye have spoken in
mine ears, so will | do to you.” Their negative confession locked them in
the desert for forty years.

When you are in a barren place, the temptation is to describe the dryness.
Faith does not describe the desert — it speaks the garden into existence.

Biblical Example: Isaac In Famine

In Genesis 26, Isaac faced a severe famine. God told him not to leave the
land. Isaac obeyed, stayed, and planted seed in a desert climate — and
reaped a hundredfold that same year. While The Bible doesn’t record his
exact words, his actions were a declaration of faith that God would bless
him despite the conditions.

A Modern Testimony

| knew a pastor whose small congregation met in a run-down building. The
roof leaked, the pews were old, and the surrounding neighborhood was in
decline. Instead of speaking despair, he stood in the pulpit each week
declaring, “This will be a lighthouse for God’s Glory. We will see this
place restored, souls saved, and this community renewed.”

Within three years, the church building was renovated debt-free,
attendance tripled, and crime in the area dropped significantly. His words in
the desert paved the way for a garden.

How To Speak Your Desert Into A Garden

1. See God’s Promise First — Read Scriptures about restoration and
fruitfulness.
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Refuse To Speak The Barrenness — Don't reinforce what you see.
Declare what God Says.

Prophesy The Outcome — Speak directly to the situation: “Be
fruitful and multiply. Blossom and flourish.”

Thank God For The Rain — Gratitude waters the seeds you have
spoken.

Key Scriptures For Transformation

Isaiah 35:1 — “The wilderness and the solitary place shall be glad for
them; and the desert shall rejoice, and blossom as the rose.”

Psalm 107:35 — “He turneth the wilderness into a standing water,
and dry ground into watersprings.”

Joel 2:25 — “| will restore to you the years that the locust hath
eaten...”

Practical Confession Exercise

Speak these aloud over your desert seasons:

“My wilderness becomes like Eden, and my desert like the garden of
the Lord.” (Isaiah 51:3)

“The dry places of my life blossom as the rose.” (Isaiah 35:1)
“The Lord restores the years that have been lost.” (Joel 2:25)

“I speak life, fruitfulness, and abundance into every barren area.”

Key Takeaway:

Your desert is not permanent. When you speak God’s Promises over
barren places, you invite His Transforming Power to bring life where there
was none. Every word of faith you speak is like rain falling on dry ground

— and God will cause it to blossom.

Forget Not All His Benefits

“Bless the LORD, O my soul, and forget not all his benefits” (Psalm
103:2).

David was not merely making an encouraging statement in this verse — he
was giving a direct command to his own soul. He knew how easily the
human heart can forget the goodness of God in the midst of life’s storms.

Distractions, disappointments, and demands pull our attention away from
the One who gives us every breath and every blessing.

But David refused to let forgetfulness rob him of faith. He spoke to his
own soul and said, “Remember!”

This is a practice we must all learn — not just in moments of trouble, but
as a daily discipline. When you remember and confess God’s Benefits,
you strengthen your spirit, build your faith, and align your words with
His Promises.

God’s Benefits Listed In Psalm 103:3-5

Psalm 103 not only tells us to remember but gives us a list of benefits we
should never forget. These are not vague hopes — they are covenant
promises from our faithful God.

1. He forgiveth all thine iniquities (v.3)
God does not forgive some of your sins while holding others against
you. The moment you repent and place your faith in Jesus Christ,
He removes them entirely. “As far as the east is from the west, so
far hath he removed our transgressions from us” (Psalm 103:12).
Never forget — you are forgiven.

2. He healeth all thy diseases (v.3)
Healing is not just for Bible times. Jesus Christ is “the same
yesterday, and to day, and for ever” (Hebrews 13:8). God’s Power
to heal is part of His Covenant with you. Whether it’s physical,
emotional, or spiritual sickness, His Word promises healing.
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3. He redeemeth thy life from destruction (v.4)
How many times has God rescued you from harm you didn’t even
see coming? He delivers from traps, shields from the enemy, and
saves from eternal destruction through Jesus Christ’s Sacrifice.

4. He crowneth thee with lovingkindness and tender mercies (v.4)
God does not just spare you from destruction; He adorns you with
His Love. His mercy is not grudging, but tender, personal, and
abundant.

5. He satisfieth thy mouth with good things; so that thy youth is
renewed like the eagle’s (v.5)
God refreshes, restores, and renews. Just as an eagle sheds old
feathers and soars again, He can restore your strength, vitality,
and purpose.

Why We Must Keep These In Our Mouth

It’s not enough to know God’s Benefits — you must speak them. Faith
is activated when you confess The Word Of God with your mouth
(Romans 10:10). The enemy tries to drown out God’s Promises with fear,
doubt, and distraction. But when you keep speaking God’s Benefits, you
silence the lies of the enemy, and reinforce the truth in your own heart.

The Battle For Your Memory

Forgetting God’s Benefits doesn’t usually happen in a single moment. It
happens subtly, over time, as life fills your mind with other voices and
demands.

e A sudden crisis shifts your focus from God’s Promises to your
immediate problem.

« An ongoing trial tempts you to think God’s Word isn’t working.

« The slow influence of worldly thinking makes you feel self-sufficient
and forgetful of God’s hand.
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That is why you must choose daily to remember. Speak the benefits.
Rehearse them in prayer. Praise God for them before you see them
manifest.

Benefits for Those Who Remain Faithful

Psalm 103 is only the beginning of God’s Benefit Package. Throughout His
Word, we find promises for those who remain faithful:

» Peace that passes understanding (Philippians 4:7)

e Provision for every need (Philippians 4:19)

« Guidance for every decision (Proverbs 3:5-6)

e Strength to endure trials (Isaiah 40:31)

« Joy that cannot be taken away (John 16:22)

e Protection from the enemy’s schemes (Psalm 91:10-11)
« Eternal life with Jesus Christ (John 3:16)

Each of these benefits is activated and reinforced when you remember,
believe, and speak them.

Faithfulness Is A Daily Choice

Believing on The Lord Jesus Christ is not a one-time event at
Salvation — it is a lifelong faith commitment, to continually maintain
your Belief In Him. You prove your faith in God, by your daily words,
thoughts, and actions. When you declare His Promises in the face of
doubt, you are saying, “l trust You, Lord, no matter what | see.”

Your consistency in remembering His Benefits is what will keep you
unshaken when storms come. The Joy Of The Lord truly becomes your
strength when His Benefits fill your heart and mind.

Remembering Your First Love
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In the book of Revelation, Jesus Christ gave a sobering warning to the
church in Ephesus:

“Nevertheless | have somewhat against thee, because thou hast left
thy first love. Remember therefore from whence thou art fallen, and
repent, and do the first works” (Revelation 2:4-5).

Your “first love” is that pure, passionate devotion you had when you
first truly believed in Jesus Christ — when He was the center of your
thoughts, your joy, and your purpose. Over time, it’s easy to let the
routines of life, the pressures of responsibility, or even the busyness of
ministry itself crowd out that intimate fellowship.

Forgetting God’s Benefits often begins with forgetting your love for
Him. When Jesus Christ is no longer your first love, His Benefits can
feel distant and His Promises can fade from your confession.

The call of Revelation is to remember — to go back to that place where
your heart burned for Him above all else. Place Him first again in your
time, your giving, your worship, your decisions, and your words.

Jesus said, ‘If a man love me, he will keep my words: and my Father
will love him, and we will come unto him, and make our abode with
him” (John 14:23).

Loving Him means valuing His Word enough to keep it always before
you, and to speak it daily in faith, expecting God to Perform His Word.

When your love for Jesus Christ is fresh and first, your remembrance
of His Benefits and Promises will be effortless — because you will
naturally talk about the One who you love most.

A Daily Practice To Remember

Here’s a simple way to never forget God’s Benefits:
1. Read Psalm 103:2-5 every morning.

2. Speak each benefit aloud, personalizing it for your life.
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3. Thank God for fulfilling each one, even before you see it.
4. Reject any thought or voice that contradicts these benefits.

5. Renew your love for Jesus Christ daily by talking to Him, worshiping
Him, and making Him your first priority.

Confession

Bless the LORD, O my soul, and forget not all His Benefits. He
forgives all my sins, heals all my diseases, redeems my life from
destruction, crowns me with lovingkindness and tender mercies, and
satisfies my mouth with good things, so that my youth is renewed like
the eagle’s. | will not be moved by what | see; | will be anchored in
what God has promised. | will keep Jesus Christ as my first love,
placing Him above all else in my life. His Benefits are mine, and | will
declare them daily. Amen.
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Speaking To Mountains

Jesus Christ used one of the most dramatic illustrations in The Bible to
teach us the power of faith-filled words: moving mountains. In Scripture,
a “mountain” can be a literal obstacle, but it also represents anything
immovable, intimidating, or impossible in the natural. And Jesus made
it clear — mountains don’t move by silent wishing; they move when
spoken to.

Jesus’ Direct Command

Mark 11:23 records Jesus’ words:

“For verily | say unto you, That whosoever shall say unto this
mountain, Be thou removed, and be thou cast into the sea; and shall
not doubt in his heart, but shall believe that those things which he
saith shall come to pass; he shall have whatsoever he saith.”

Notice the emphasis:
« “Say unto this mountain” — faith addresses the obstacle directly.
« “Shall not doubt in his heart” — faith is confident in God’s Word.

« “Shall have whatsoever he saith” — your words determine the
outcome.

Jesus Christ didn’t say, “Pray about the mountain.” He said, “Speak to the
mountain.”

Mountains Have Ears

Mountains don’t have mouths, but in the spiritual realm, they have “ears” to
hear the voice of faith. Whether the mountain is sickness, debt, fear, or any
other challenge, it will respond to The Authority Of God’s Word spoken
through your mouth.
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Psalm 114:6 asks, “Ye mountains, that ye skipped like rams; and ye
little hills, like lambs?” Mountains move when God’s Presence and
Power are released — and one way His Power is released is through
your voice.

Biblical Example: Zerubbabel’s Mountain

In Zechariah 4:7, God spoke to Zerubbabel, saying:

“Who art thou, O great mountain? before Zerubbabel thou shalt
become a plain...”

God didn’t ignore the obstacle — He addressed it directly and declared its
defeat.

Faith Targets The Mountain

Too often, Believers talk about their mountains instead of to them. They

describe the problem in detail to friends, family, and even God in prayer,
but never release a word of authority aimed at the obstacle. Faith turns its
attention to the problem and commands it to move in line with God’s Word.

A Modern Testimony

A couple | know faced a mountain of crushing debt. Instead of rehearsing
how bad things were, they began each morning standing together and
saying aloud, “Debt, be removed from our lives in The Name Of Jesus
Christ. We owe no man anything but to love him.” (Romans 13:8)

They kept declaring God’s Promises of provision and freedom from debt.
Over the next two years, unexpected financial blessings, wise decisions,
and divine opportunities eliminated their entire debt load. The mountain
moved.

Why Speaking Works
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Speaking to mountains works because God’s Creative Power is in His
Word, and when you give voice to His Word, it carries the same authority it
had when He First Spoke it. Isaiah 55:11 says:

“So shall my word be that goeth forth out of my mouth: it shall not
return unto me void, but it shall accomplish that which | please, and it
shall prosper in the thing whereto | sent it.”

When you speak God’s Word to your mountain, you are sending it on
a divine assignment — and it cannot fail.

How To Speak To Mountains

1.
2.

Identify The Mountain — Be specific about what needs to move.

Find The Word Of God That Applies — Build your command on
Scripture.

Address It Directly — Use your voice to command it to move in
Jesus Christ’s Name.

Believe What You Say — Faith is fully convinced before it sees
change.

Refuse To Back Down — Keep speaking until the mountain is gone.

Practical Confession Exercise

Here are some Scriptural confessions to speak to your mountains:

“Mountain, be removed and cast into the sea. You have no place in
my life.” (Mark 11:23)

“The Lord makes my path straight and clears the obstacles before
me.” (Proverbs 3:6)

“Before me, every great mountain becomes a plain.” (Zechariah 4:7)

“No weapon formed against me shall prosper.” (Isaiah 54:17)
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Key Takeaway:

Mountains don’t move because you stare at them or talk about them —
they move when you speak to them in faith, backed by God’s Word.
Your voice, in agreement with His Promises, has the authority to level the

impossible.
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The Tongue: A Fountain Or A Fire

The tongue is the smallest member of the body, yet it has the greatest
potential for both blessing and destruction. In one moment, it can refresh
like a fountain; in the next, it can destroy like a wildfire. God designed the
tongue to be an instrument of life, but without His Control, it can quickly
become a weapon of harm.

The Bible’s Warning And Promise
James 3:5-6 paints a vivid picture:

“Even so the tongue is a little member, and boasteth great things.
Behold, how great a matter a little fire kindleth! And the tongue is a
fire, a world of iniquity: so is the tongue among our members, that it
defileth the whole body, and setteth on fire the course of nature; and
it is set on fire of hell.”

This is not a small warning — God says the tongue can set everything
in your life ablaze. But He also gives another image in Proverbs 18:4:

“The words of a man’s mouth are as deep waters, and the wellspring
of wisdom as a flowing brook.”

Your tongue can be a raging fire or a refreshing fountain. Which one it
becomes depends on whose control it’'s under — yours, the enemy’s, or
God’s.

Words Can Heal Or Harm

Proverbs 12:18 says:

“There is that speaketh like the piercings of a sword: but the tongue
of the wise is health.”
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Your words can stab like a sword, leaving wounds that linger, or they can
deliver healing, comfort, and strength. The choice is yours every time you
open your mouth.

The Same Mouth, Two Streams

James 3:10-11 says:

“Out of the same mouth proceedeth blessing and cursing. My
brethren, these things ought not so to be. Doth a fountain send forth
at the same place sweet water and bitter?”

It is unnatural for a single fountain to pour out both pure and polluted water
— and it should be unnatural for the tongue of a Believer to do the
same. God calls us to be consistent sources of life-giving words.

Biblical Example: Peter’s Shift

Peter’s mouth was a fountain when he declared, “Thou art the Christ, the
Son of the living God” (Matthew 16:16). Moments later, it was a fire when
he rebuked Jesus for speaking about His Death — and Jesus replied, “Get
thee behind me, Satan” (Matthew 16:23).

The same tongue that can speak revelation, can also speak destruction
when it is not properly yielded to God.

A Modern Example

| once counseled a man whose marriage was in crisis. He admitted that
nearly every day he spoke cutting, sarcastic words to his wife. “I never hit
her,” he said, “but | guess my words did the hitting.”

When he began replacing those words with encouragement and speaking
blessing over her, the relationship began to heal. The fire was quenched,
and the fountain began to flow.
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How To Keep The Tongue As A Fountain

1. Fill Your Heart With The Word — Matthew 12:34 says, “Out of the

abundance of the heart the mouth speaketh.” Fill your heart with
life, and your words will match.

Pause Before You Speak — Proverbs 15:28 says, “The heart of the
righteous studieth to answer: but the mouth of the wicked
poureth out evil things.”

Ask God To Guard Your Mouth — Psalm 141:3 prays, “Set a
watch, O LORD, before my mouth; keep the door of my lips.”

Practice Speaking Life — Make it a daily habit to say something that
builds, blesses, or heals.

The Holy Spirit And The Tongue

On the Day of Pentecost, the first thing the Holy Spirit took control of
was the disciples’ tongues (Acts 2:4). God knows that until He has
your mouth, He does not fully have you. Yielding your speech to Him
is one of the greatest acts of surrender.

Practical Confession Exercise

Speak these daily to keep your tongue as a fountain:

“My words are a wellspring of wisdom and life.” (Proverbs 18:4)
“| speak blessings, not curses, over myself and others.” (James 3:10)
“My tongue brings health and healing.” (Proverbs 12:18)

“The Lord guards my mouth and keeps my lips from speaking evil.”
(Psalm 141:3)

Key Takeaway:
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Your tongue will either refresh or destroy. Under God’s Control, it becomes
a fountain of life, wisdom, and healing. Out of control, it becomes a fire that

burns everything in its path. The choice of which one it will be is made
every time you speak.
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Stealing From God

When most people hear the word stealing, they immediately think of taking
money, possessions, or property from someone else. But in The Kingdom
Of God, theft takes many forms — and not all of them involve material
things. The truth is, you can steal from God without ever touching a
physical object.

You can rob God of your time, your devotion, your money, your witness,
your obedience, and even your words from your mouth that should be
used for His Glory. Every moment, every breath, every resource you have
is a gift from Him — entrusted to you to be used in ways that honor and
advance His Will and His Kingdom. You are expected to be a steward.

The Life You’ve Been Given Is Not Your Own

Your life is not an accident. God placed you on this earth with a divine
purpose.

The psalmist wrote, “Thine eyes did see my substance, yet being
unperfect; and in thy book all my members were written” (Psalm
139:16).

Before you lived a single day, God had already assigned a plan for
your life.

When you take your life and pour it into worldly pleasures, idols, endless
entertainment, ungodly relationships, or pursuits that have no eternal
value, you are stealing the time God gave you for His Purposes, and
spending it on things that will not last. The apostle Paul warned:

“Redeeming the time, because the days are evil” (Ephesians 5:16).

Time Theft: The Silent Sin

Every hour spent chasing after sin, feeding pride, gossiping, or being
entangled in distractions is an hour you will never get back. Time is more
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valuable than gold, because once it’s gone, it’s gone forever. When
you waste time on pursuits that draw you away from God, you are
robbing Him of the obedience and service that He deserves from you.

Jesus said plainly, “Seek ye first the kingdom of God, and his
righteousness” (Matthew 6:33). Anything that consistently comes before
God in your heart is an idol — and idols always steal.

The Words Of A Thief

We often think of stealing in terms of possessions, but your words can
steal as well. You can rob someone of their reputation through gossip and
slander. You can steal another person’s confidence by speaking harshly or
tearing them down. You can rob God of glory when you speak words of
complaint instead of gratitude, or fear instead of faith.

Proverbs 18:21 reminds us, ‘Death and life are in the power of the
tongue: and they that love it shall eat the fruit thereof.” Your lips were
created to bless, not to curse; to build up, not to destroy; to Glorify God,
not to diminish His Name.

Robbing God Financially

The prophet Malachi asked the piercing question, “Will a man rob God?

Yet ye have robbed me. But ye say, Wherein have we robbed thee? In
tithes and offerings” (Malachi 3:8). God makes it clear: failing to give as

God directs is theft in His eyes.

Generosity is not about giving wherever you feel like giving. It is about
obeying God’s Voice regarding where and when to sow your financial seed.
Giving outside of His Will, can be just as unfruitful as not giving at all.

God loves a cheerful giver. Your motive must be to give to advance
God’s Kingdom, as The Holy Spirit directs you to give, and where He
Directs you to give, to reap the proper harvest for His Kingdom. You
acknowledge God, when you are faithful with what He entrusted you.
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“Every man according as he purposeth in his heart, so let him give;
not grudgingly, or of necessity: for God loveth a cheerful giver.” 2
Corinthians 9:7.

Stealing From Your Destiny

One of the most tragic forms of theft is robbing yourself — and God
— of the destiny He has prepared for you. When you refuse to walk in
obedience, when you settle for comfort instead of calling, when you use
your gifts and talents for selfish gain rather than for God’s Glory, you are
holding back what He Entrusted you with to steward for His Kingdom.

Every Christian Believer has a divine assignment. And every assignment
requires stewardship of your time, words, talents, and resources. To waste
them is to rob both yourself and God of the fulfillment of that calling.

Guarding Against The Spirit Of Theft

Here are ways to keep yourself pure and faithful in stewardship:
1. Prioritize Holiness — “Be ye holy; for | am holy” (1 Peter 1:16).

2. Keep Yourself Unspotted From The World — Avoid things, people,
and places that tempt you to compromise.

3. Watch Your Words — Speak life, never gossip or slander; let no
corrupt communication proceed from your mouth (Ephesians 4:29).

4. Honor God With Your Time — Schedule time for prayer, The Word,
and Kingdom Service before anything else.

5. Give Where God Directs — Let The Holy Spirit lead your giving so
your resources bear eternal fruit.

6. Refuse To Lie Or Blaspheme — Protect your withess by living and
speaking truth.

The Blessing Of Clean Lips And A Pure Heart
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A life free from theft — in any form — is a life open to God’s Blessing.

Psalm 24:3—4 asks, “Who shall ascend into the hill of the LORD? or
who shall stand in his holy place? He that hath clean hands, and a
pure heart.”

When your heart is pure and your mouth speaks truth, Heaven’s
Power flows unhindered through your life.

Speaking As A Faithful Steward

Your words can leave an eternal legacy. Use them to:
» Intercede for others.
« Declare God’s Promises over your life.
 Encourage and build up those around you.
« Testify of God’s Goodness to a watching world.

Jesus Himself said, “By thy words thou shalt be justified, and by thy
words thou shalt be condemned” (Matthew 12:37). Faithful stewardship
of your speech is one of the greatest ways to honor God.

Confession

Father God, | repent for any way that | have stolen from You — in
time, money, resources, devotion, obedience, or words. | choose to
redeem my time, and use my life for Your Purposes. My lips will speak
truth, my hands will give generously, and my heart will remain faithful
to You. | will not rob You of glory, or rob myself of the destiny You
have prepared for me. In Jesus’ Name, | pray. Amen.
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Prophesying Your Future

Whether you realize it or not, your words today are shaping the landscape
of your tomorrow. Every declaration, whether rooted in faith or fear, is a
seed that will bear fruit in the future. God created you in His Image, and
part of that likeness is the ability to speak words that shape what comes
next.

The Biblical Basis

Proverbs 18:21 says:

“Death and life are in the power of the tongue: and they that love it
shall eat the fruit thereof.”

You will “eat the fruit” of your words — not just immediately, but in the
days, months, and years ahead. Your mouth is a prophetic instrument,
constantly sowing into the harvest you will one day reap.

Job understood this principle. Job 22:28 says:

“Thou shalt also decree a thing, and it shall be established unto thee:
and the light shall shine upon thy ways.”

A decree is not a timid wish — it is a bold, spoken statement of what
will be.

Prophesying Is Speaking The Will Of God

When we hear the word prophesy, we often think of predicting events. But
in its simplest form, prophesying is speaking God’s Will into a situation.
Ezekiel did it in the valley of dry bones (Ezekiel 37), calling life into dead
places. Jesus did it when He told Peter, “Upon this rock | will build my
church; and the gates of hell shall not prevail against it” (Matthew
16:18) — declaring the future of the Church before it even existed.
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When you speak God’s Promises over your life, you are prophesying
your future in agreement with Heaven.

Why This Matters

Too many people prophesy defeat without realizing it:
* “Nothing ever works out for me.”
e “Ill never get ahead.”
e “This always happens to me.”

These are not just complaints; they are predictions — and they invite
those very outcomes. But you can reverse this by speaking what God
says about your future.

Biblical Examples

« David — Before facing Goliath, David declared, “This day will the
LORD deliver thee into mine hand...” (1 Samuel 17:46). He spoke
the outcome before it happened.

 Paul — In Acts 27:25, amidst a violent storm, Paul told the ship’s
crew, “I believe God, that it shall be even as it was told me.” His
words set the tone for survival.

e The Woman with the Issue of Blood — She said within herself, “If |
may but touch his garment, | shall be whole” (Matthew 9:21), and
it happened exactly as she declared.

A Modern Testimony

| met a young man who had grown up in poverty. He told me, “l decided
years ago that my family’s ill-fated story would change with me.”
Every morning, he spoke aloud Deuteronomy 28:8: “The LORD shall
command the blessing upon thee in thy storehouses, and in all that
thou settest thine hand unto.”
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Over time, doors opened for education, business opportunities, and
ministry. Today, he leads a thriving company and supports missions
worldwide. His prophetic declarations, rooted in Scripture, shaped his
reality.

How to Prophesy Your Future God’s Way

1.
2.

Know God’s Plan — Seek Scriptures that reveal His will for your life.

Speak in Present Tense — Faith speaks as though it is already done
(Romans 4:17).

. Be Consistent — Make your declarations a daily habit.

. Refuse Contradictory Words — Don’t undo your prophecy with

negative talk.

. Thank God in Advance — Gratitude seals your faith.

Scriptures to Declare Over Your Future

Jeremiah 29:11 — “For | know the thoughts that | think toward you...
to give you an expected end.”

Psalm 37:4 — “Delight thyself also in the LORD; and he shall give
thee the desires of thine heart.”

When you prophesy your future in
agreement with God’s Word, you invite His Promises to unfold exactly
as He Has Planned.
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Agreeing With God’s Covenant

A covenant is more than a promise — it is a binding, unbreakable
agreement between two parties. God’s Covenant With His People is
sealed with His Own Word, and Jesus Christ’s Precious Shed Blood.
It cannot fail because God cannot lie (Titus 1:2). Yet, for the blessings
of that covenant to be active in your life, you must agree with it — and
that agreement is expressed through your words.

God’s Covenant Is Voice-Activated

Psalm 89:34 declares:

“My covenant will | not break, nor alter the thing that is gone out of
my lips.”

God Himself has bound His Word to His Covenant. When you give voice
to His Covenant Promises, you are aligning your mouth with the very
thing God has sworn to uphold.

In Deuteronomy 7:9, we read:

“Know therefore that the LORD thy God, he is God, the faithful God,
which keepeth covenant and mercy with them that love him and keep
his commandments to a thousand generations.”

Your role is to agree — to speak what God has said — so that His
Covenant Blessings are activated in your life.

Agreement Brings Manifestation

Two people can sign a legal contract, but if one party refuses to
acknowledge or act on it, the benefits may never be realized. God’s
Covenant is complete and available, but it must be received and enforced
by faith-filled agreement.

Amos 3:3 asks: “Can two walk together, except they be agreed?”
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You cannot walk in the blessings of God’s Covenant while speaking words
that contradict it.

Covenant Examples In Scripture

« Abraham — God made covenant with him, promising descendants
and land (Genesis 15). Abraham agreed by believing and by
speaking in faith, even when he had no children.

« David — God made covenant with David, promising his throne would
be established forever (2 Samuel 7:16). David responded in 2 Samuel
7:29 by speaking agreement: “Let it please thee to bless the
house of thy servant, that it may continue for ever before thee.”

« Jesus Christ — The New Covenant was established in His Blood
(Luke 22:20). He declared it openly, so His Disciples would believe
and receive.

A Modern Example

| met a woman who had been saved for decades, but lived under constant
fear of lack. One day, she realized that her words — “I never have enough”
— were contradicting the covenant of provision in Deuteronomy 28:11-12.
She began speaking instead, “l am blessed in the city and blessed in
the field. My storehouses are full.” Within months, her financial situation
began to turn around, and her testimony encouraged others to speak the
covenant over their lives.

Why Speaking Matters

The covenant is a legal, spiritual reality, but the spoken agreement is
your signature on the document. Romans 10:8—10 shows this principle
even in Salvation:

“The word is nigh thee, even in thy mouth, and in thy heart: that is,
the word of faith, which we preach; That if thou shalt confess with thy
mouth the Lord Jesus, and shalt believe in thine heart that God hath
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raised him from the dead, thou shalt be saved. For with the heart man
believeth unto righteousness; and with the mouth confession is made
unto salvation.”

Belief and confession — heart and mouth — are both required.

How To Speak In Agreement With The Covenant

1. Know What The Covenant Includes — Study Promises of the Old
and New Covenants.

2. Personalize The Promises — Replace “you” with “I” when quoting
them.

3. Refuse Covenant Contradictions — Stop speaking lack, defeat,
or fear that oppose the covenant.

4. Daily Declare The Covenant — Keep it before your eyes and in
your mouth (Joshua 1:8).

Scriptures Of Covenant Agreement

« Deuteronomy 28:2 — “And all these blessings shall come on thee,
and overtake thee, if thou shalt hearken unto the voice of the LORD
thy God.”

« Psalm 103:17-18 — “But the mercy of the LORD is from everlasting
to everlasting upon them that fear him, and his righteousness unto
children’s children; To such as keep his covenant...”

e Hebrews 8:6 — “He is the mediator of a better covenant, which was
established upon better promises.”

But to walk in its fullness, you
must speak in agreement with it. Your voice is the pen that signs the
covenant into active operation in your life.
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Be Careful What You Wish For

Most people see “wishing” as harmless — a passing thought, a playful
tradition, or a way to express hope. Movies, songs, and childhood games
have taught us to wish upon a star, to blow out birthday candles while

making a secret wish, or to toss a coin into a fountain and “make a wish.”

But behind these innocent-seeming actions is a dangerous spiritual reality:
you are speaking a desire into the unseen realm without directing it to
the One True God. In that moment, you are offering your words — and
the request they carry — to be answered by any spiritual source that
hears them. And that is a risk you cannot afford to take.

Whenever you seek power, advice, or a manifestation from anything,
or anyone, other than God, you are practicing witchcraft. Rebellion is
as the sin of witchcraft. God will have no other gods before Him. You
seeking out guidance or answers from a psychic, fortune teller, divination,
mediums, the dead, tarot cards, ouija board, horoscopes, astrology, fortune
cookies, or asking Al questions about the future, is sin, because you are
attempting to seek supernatural knowledge apart from God, and are
leaving The Holy Spirit out of providing you wisdom and information.

Why Wishing Is Spiritually Risky

God’s Word is clear: “Thou shalt have no other gods before me”
(Exodus 20:3).

When you speak a desire into the air, but you do not direct it as a
prayer to The God Of The Bible in the Name of Jesus Christ, you are
leaving an open invitation in the spiritual realm.

In the same way a prayer is a petition to God, a wish is also a petition
— but without God’s Name or Authority attached to it. You may think

it’s harmless imagination, but spiritually, it is a request in search of a
responder. And Scripture makes it plain: the unseen realm is not empty.
There are both angels of God and demonic spirits at work. When you
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leave God out of your request, you are effectively saying, “Anyone out
there, make this happen.”

That is the very definition of spiritual danger.

The Occult Connection

Many forms of witchcraft, occultism, and New Age practices operate on the
same principle as wishing: sending out a desire or intention into the
“universe” to be fulfilled by spiritual forces other than God. Whether
you call it manifesting, intention-setting, or simply making a wish, the
method is the same — you are bypassing God.

In doing so, you violate His clear command to worship and serve Him
alone. The Lord said in Deuteronomy 18:10—-12 that all occult practices are
an abomination to Him. The enemy is always eager to step into any space
where God has been excluded, and he is willing to package his deception
in ways that look like an answered request from God.

The Danger Of Counterfeit Fulfillment

Imagine this: you wish for a spouse without asking God for His Perfect Will.
A spirit of deception hears your wish and begins to arrange a counterfeit
— a person who looks right on the surface but will pull you away from God,
hinder your spiritual growth, and harm your destiny.

The devil doesn’t mind giving you something that feels like a blessing, if it
will ultimately turn into a curse. His counterfeit answers may come quicker,
seem easier, and look perfect — until the consequences reveal the trap.

Proverbs 10:22 reminds us, ‘“The blessing of the LORD, it maketh rich,
and he addeth no sorrow with it.” If it truly comes from God, it will never
bring spiritual harm.

God’s Way Of Asking
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The Bible gives us the only safe and guaranteed method of making our
desires known:

“Be careful for nothing; but in every thing by prayer and supplication
with thanksgiving let your requests be made known unto God”
(Philippians 4:6).

God wants us to ask Him directly. When you pray in The Name Of Jesus
Christ, you are not sending your request into the vague universe. You are
delivering it into the hands of your loving Heavenly Father.

Unlike the enemy, God’s Answers are always wrapped in His Perfect
Wisdom, Love, and Timing. Sometimes that means He says, “No” or “Not
yet” — not to punish you, but to protect you, and to prepare the best for
your life.

Why God Sometimes Says “No”

We often think a “Yes” is the only good answer to prayer, but God’s “No”
can be the greatest expression of His love. He sees the dangers you
cannot see. He knows the impact each answer will have on your destiny.

If you ask for something that will ultimately harm you, He will refuse
it, because His Purpose for you is eternal, not temporary. Psalm 84:11
promises, “No good thing will he withhold from them that walk
uprightly.” If He withholds it, then in His eyes, it was not a “good thing”
for your life’s calling.

Shifting From Wishing To Praying
Instead of making wishes, shift your desires into prayers made to God:
« Name God As The Source of your request.

 Ask In The Name Of Jesus Christ (John 14:13-14).
« Submit Your Desire To His Perfect Will (Luke 22:42).
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« Thank Him In Advance for His Answer, knowing it will be for your
good.

This keeps you in the safety of God’s Authority and Protection. It removes
the enemy’s opportunity to plant a counterfeit in your life.

A Modern Example

A young man wished he could be famous as a musician. He never prayed
about it, never asked God for guidance. Within a year, he got an offer from
a music label. At first, it seemed like the dream had come true. But as he
got deeper into the industry, he was pressured to compromise his values,
abandon his faith, and promote messages contrary to God’s Word.

He later admitted, “I never asked God if this was His will. | just wished
for it — and | got it.” The “gift” was actually a chain, pulling him away from
the life God had for him.

Extremely Important Warning

In this modern age, Al (Artificial Intelligence) is rapidly changing how you
search for information and get answers to your questions and research.
You must be sure to not ask Al questions that God Says are divination.

Divination is the practice of seeking to know hidden, supernatural, or
future things through any means apart from God’s revealed Word and
His Holy Spirit, often by consulting occult, mystical, or forbidden sources.

God Forbids Divination because it:
» Looks to another source for guidance instead of Him.
e Opens the door to deception by evil spirits.
e Rejects trust in God’s Wisdom and Timing.

“There shall not be found among you... one that useth divination...
For all that do these things are an abomination unto the LORD”
(Deuteronomy 18:10-12).
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Helpful Al Divination Quick Test — Yes/No Checklist

1. Am | asking Al to reveal the future or to reveal hidden spiritual
knowledge?

o Yes — Stop. Repent. This is Divination.
o No — Safe to proceed.

2. Am | bypassing prayer, Scripture, or The Holy Spirit for this
answer?

o Yes — Stop. Repent. That’s seeking apart from God.
o No — Safe to proceed.

3. Am | treating Al like a prophet, oracle, or mystical guide?
o Yes — Stop. Repent. That’s replacing God’s Role.
o No — Safe to proceed.

4. Would I still trust God if Al gave me nothing?
o No — Stop. Repent. That’s misplaced trust.
o Yes — Safe to proceed.

5. Does this align with The Bible and point me back to God?
o No — Stop. Repent. That’s Deception.

o Yes — Safe to proceed.

Final Warning

When you wish, you are opening a spiritual door. If God’s Name is not over
that request, you have no guarantee who — or what — will walk through it.
Wishing invites and gives permission for anything to answer your request.
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When you pray, you are opening a door inviting Father God to answer your
request. His Answers will bless you, not destroy you.

Confession

Father God, | repent for any time | have made wishes or have spoken
desires without directing them to You. From this day forward, | will
bring every desire to You in prayer, asking You in The Name Of Jesus
Christ, and trusting You alone to answer in Your Perfect Timing and
Your Will. Guard my heart from the enemy’s counterfeits, and keep
my mouth always aligned to be in agreement with Your Word. Amen.
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Calling Things That Be Not

Faith does not merely accept what already exists — it boldly calls into
being what is promised by God but not yet seen. This principle is one of
the most powerful in The Word Of God, and it is a direct reflection of how
God Himself operates.

Romans 4:17 says of God:

“...even God, who quickeneth the dead, and calleth those things
which be not as though they were.”

If you are created in His Image, then you are called to speak like He
Speaks — to declare things that are not yet visible as if they already were.

The Nature Of Faith Speech

Faith speech is not lying, pretending, or ignoring reality. It is declaring
God’s Truth over the facts, until the facts align with the truth. When
The Bible says, “Let the weak say, | am strong” (Joel 3:10), it is not
telling weak people to be dishonest — it is telling them to agree with
God’s Provision of strength.

Abraham’s Example

Romans 4:18-21 tells us that Abraham, “against hope believed in hope”
and did not stagger at the promise of God. Though his body and Sarah’s

womb were “now dead,” he called himself the “father of many nations”

because that’s what God Had Said.

Before Isaac was born, Abraham’s words reflected the promise, not the
problem.
Jesus Christ And Calling Things Forth

Jesus frequently called things that “be not” into existence:
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« He told the storm, “Peace, be still” (Mark 4:39) — calling peace into
a violent sea.

 He Said to the dead girl, “Talitha cumi... Damsel, | say unto thee,
arise” (Mark 5:41) — calling life into a lifeless body.

« He told Peter, “Thou art Peter, and upon this rock | will build my
church” (Matthew 16:18) — speaking the future of the Church before
it existed.

Why This Works

God’s Word is eternal truth. Isaiah 55:11 says:

“So shall my word be that goeth forth out of my mouth: it shall not
return unto me void, but it shall accomplish that which | please...”

When you speak God’s Word about your situation — even before the
change — you are releasing God’s Power that makes it come to pass.

A Modern Testimony

| knew a man who had been unemployed for over a year. He began
declaring daily, “l thank You, Lord, for the good job You have prepared
for me. | am favored and employed in Jesus’ Name.”

Weeks later, a position opened unexpectedly at a company he had never
applied to — and they contacted him directly. He later told me, “It was like
the job was looking for me.” That is the power of calling things that be not.

How To Practice This Principle

1. Identify What Is Missing — Be clear about what “is not” yet in your
life.

2. Find God’s Promise — Your declaration must be grounded in
Scripture.
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3. Speak In Present Tense — Faith says “l am healed,” not “I will be
healed.”

4. Refuse To Retreat — Keep speaking until the “be not” becomes “it
is.”

Scriptures That Model This Principle

o Joel 3:10 — “Let the weak say, | am strong.”
« Mark 11:24 — “Believe that ye receive them, and ye shall have them.”

o 2 Corinthians 4:13 — “We... believe, and therefore speak.”

Practical Confession Exercise

Calling things that be not is not wishful thinking — it is faith in action,
imitating the God Who Speaks what does not yet exist into reality. When

you speak His Promises, as if they are already fulfilled, you invite Heaven’s
Reality into your earthly circumstances. You call earth to be like Heaven.
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Standing in Unshakable Faith

“Watch ye, stand fast in the faith, quit you like men, be strong.” (1
Corinthians 16:13)

Life will test you. The storms will come. The winds will blow. The enemy will
roar like a lion, trying to shake you from your place of confidence in God.
But the Christian Believer who knows who they are in Jesus Christ and

what His Word Says about them cannot be moved. That is the essence of
unshakable faith — a faith that stands tall and firm no matter what it faces.

Knowing Who You Are In Jesus Christ

Unshakable faith begins with identity. If you don’t know who you are
in Jesus Christ, you will waver when trials come. The enemy thrives

on confusion, lies, and intimidation. But God’s Word is the Truth that
defines you:

 ‘Therefore if any man be in Christ, he is a new creature: old
things are passed away; behold, all things are become new.” (2
Corinthians 5:17)

 “For ye are all the children of God by faith in Christ Jesus.”
(Galatians 3:26)

« ‘Nay, in all these things we are more than conquerors through
him that loved us.” (Romans 8:37)

When you know that you are a Child Of God, forgiven, redeemed, and
accepted in the Beloved (Ephesians 1:6), the world’s opinions lose
their grip on you. The devil’s accusations fall powerless to the ground.

Confidence That Cannot Be Shaken

Standing in unshakable faith means you are anchored in the character
of God and the authority of His Word. It’s not a false bravado or human

confidence — it is a deep assurance that God will do exactly what He
Said He would do.

Abraham is a perfect example:

“He staggered not at the promise of God through unbelief; but was
strong in faith, giving glory to God; and being fully persuaded that,
what he had promised, he was able also to perform.” (Romans 4:20—
21)

Unshakable faith is being fully persuaded. It means your trust in God
does not depend on visible evidence. You know that the unseen realm
is more real than the seen, because God’s Word is eternal.

Confessing What You Believe

Faith that is never spoken is faith that remains dormant. Unshakable faith
is not silent — it confesses with power and authority what God says.

« When the enemy whispers defeat, you speak victory.
 When fear shouts loud, you declare peace.
« When lack looms large, you speak God’s Provision.

“Let us hold fast the profession of our faith without wavering; (for he
is faithful that promised).” (Hebrews 10:23)

The word “profession” means confession — literally, saying the same
thing as God Says. Your words set the course of your life, and when
they agree with His Word, they establish His Will in your reality.

Standing Against The Devil’s Tactics

The devil’s primary tactic is deception. He cannot stop God’s Promises, but
he will try to stop you from believing and confessing them. Ephesians
6 tells us to put on the whole armor of God so that we can stand against
the wiles of the devil.
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When you stand in unshakable faith:
e You resist fear with God’s Peace (Philippians 4:6—7)
e You resist temptation with God’s Truth (Psalm 119:11)
e You resist discouragement with God’s Promises (Joshua 1:9)

James 4:7 says, “Submit yourselves therefore to God. Resist the devil,
and he will flee from you.”

Submission to God’s Word is the foundation for resisting the devil
successfully.

Letting Your Words Shape Your Reality

What you continually speak becomes the atmosphere you live in. If
you consistently declare God’s Word, your environment will shift to match
His Promises. If you constantly rehearse problems, you give them power
over your emotions and decisions.

Proverbs 18:21 reminds us: “Death and life are in the power of the
tongue: and they that love it shall eat the fruit thereof.”

Unshakable faith feeds on life-giving words. Fill your mouth with:
e Scriptures that affirm God’s Promises.
e Declarations of who you are in Jesus Christ.

» Praise for what God has done and will do on my behalf.

Keys To Maintaining Unshakable Faith

1. Stay In The Word Daily — faith comes by hearing (Romans 10:17).

2. Guard Your Heart From Negativity — what you allow in, will
eventually come out.
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3. Pray In The Spirit — it builds you up in your most holy faith (Jude
20).

4. Surround Yourself With Faith-filled Believers — iron sharpens
iron (Proverbs 27:17).

5. Act On God’s Word — faith without works is dead (James 2:17).

Encouragement For The Battle

You were never meant to live a weak, timid Christian life. The same
Spirit that raised Christ from the dead dwells in you (Romans 8:11).
When you speak God’s Word in faith, you are not merely reciting
verses — you are releasing Heaven’s Power into your situation.

The world may shake, the economy may shift, people may fail you, but you
can remain immovable because your life is built on the Rock of Jesus
Christ.

Confession Of Unshakable Faith

| am a child of God, redeemed by the blood of Jesus Christ. | stand
firm in my faith, unshaken by the storms of life. | confess God’s Word
with authority, and it shapes my reality. | resist the devil, and he flees
from me.

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Guarding Your Mouth In Crisis

A crisis has a way of pressing what’s in your heart to the surface. The
words you speak under pressure can either open the door for God’s
Deliverance or give the enemy ammunition to keep you bound. When
trouble comes — and it will — your mouth must become your strongest
defense.

Words Under Pressure

Proverbs 21:23 says:

“Whoso keepeth his mouth and his tongue keepeth his soul from
troubles.”

Notice the connection: keeping your mouth in check protects your soul —
your mind, will, and emotions — from further harm. In a crisis, fear,
frustration, and panic all clamor for your voice. But a guarded mouth
refuses to speak defeat.

Jesus In The Storm

In Mark 4:37-39, a violent storm arose while Jesus and His Disciples were
in a boat. The disciples panicked and cried, “Master, carest thou not that
we perish?” Those words were pure fear. Jesus, however, guarded His
mouth and spoke only the solution: “Peace, be still.”

The result? The wind ceased, and there was a great calm.

Guarding The Mouth In The Old Testament

In 2 Kings 4:26, when the Shunammite woman’s son had died, Elisha’s
servant asked her, “Is it well with thee?” She answered, “It is well.” She
refused to speak death or despair, even in the face of tragedy. Her
guarded words paved the way for the miracle of her son’s resurrection.
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Why The Enemy Presses For Your Words

The devil cannot read your mind, but he can hear your words. Proverbs 6:2
says:

“Thou art snared with the words of thy mouth, thou art taken with the
words of thy mouth.”

In a crisis, Satan works hard to get you to agree with the problem out loud.
The moment you say, “This will destroy me” or “I'll never recover,” you’ve
stepped into agreement with defeat.

Practical Ways To Guard Your Mouth In Crisis

1. Pause Before Speaking — James 1:19 says, “Let every man be
swift to hear, slow to speak, slow to wrath.”

2. Only Speak the Word — Answer problems with Scripture, as
Jesus Christ did in Matthew 4:4.

3. Avoid Complaining — Israel’s complaints in the wilderness
prolonged their crisis (Numbers 14:27-29).

4. Surround Yourself with Faith Voices — In a crisis, you need
people who will echo God’s Promises, not amplify the problem.

A Modern Testimony

A woman in our church was told she would lose her home due to
foreclosure. She said to me, “| wanted to cry and tell everyone my world
was ending, but | remembered to guard my mouth.” Instead, she declared
daily, “God is my provider. My house is protected.”

Two weeks before the deadline, an unexpected business deal closed,
giving her the funds to pay off her overdue mortgage in full. She told me, “If
| had spoken panic instead of faith, | think fear would have swallowed me.”
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Scriptures For Guarding Your Mouth In Crisis

« Psalm 141:3 — “Set a watch, O LORD, before my mouth; keep the
door of my lips.”

 Proverbs 18:21 — “Death and life are in the power of the tongue...’

o Isaiah 26:3 — “Thou wilt keep him in perfect peace, whose mind is
stayed on thee...”

Key Takeaway:

Careless Words

“But | say unto you, That every idle word that men shall speak, they
shall give account thereof in the day of judgment.” (Matthew 12:36)

Words are not harmless. Every word you speak matters in Heaven’s
Courtroom. Jesus Himself warned that careless, idle words are recorded,
and will require you to give an account. The enemy knows this truth and
works relentlessly to influence you — and those around you — to
speak destructive words over yourself, your future, your health, your
finances, and your relationships.

The Bible commands: “Keep thy heart with all diligence; for out of it
are the issues of life.” (Proverbs 4:23)

Your heart is the source of the words you speak, because ‘out of the
abundance of the heart the mouth speaketh” (Matthew 12:34).

If your heart is full of faith, your words will be filled with life. If your heart is
polluted with fear, unbelief, or bitterness, your words will reflect that, and
those words will shape your reality.

The Weight Of A Careless Word

Careless words are words you speak without thought, without filtering
them through The Truth Of God’s Word. They include:

« Gossip about others.
« Negative predictions about your own future.

« Claiming sickness as if it is your permanent identity (“my
arthritis,” “my depression,” “my cancer”).

EE N1

« Agreeing with someone else’s hopeless or fearful statements.

Proverbs 18:21 tells us plainly: “Death and life are in the power of the
tongue: and they that love it shall eat the fruit thereof.” The fruit of
your words will either nourish you with faith, or poison you with despair.
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When you say things like “This will never work,” “I'll never get better,” or
“Nothing good ever happens to me,” you are planting seeds of defeat.
Likewise, if you repeat other people’s destructive statements, you are
partnering with their words, allowing them to take root in your heart.

Rejecting Word Curses

Proverbs 26:2 says, “As the bird by wandering, as the swallow by
flying, so the curse causeless shall not come.”

A curse that has no rightful claim to you, has no authority to rest on
your life — but you must reject it and not allow it to land. If someone
speaks a curse over you, whether in ignorance or with malicious
intent, you have the spiritual right and responsibility to send it back
to return to the sender. Do not receive false prophetic words spoken
over you, but reject them, sending them back to the sender.

You don’t have to receive every word spoken in your presence. Just
as you would hang up on a telemarketer trying to sell you something you
don’t want, you can refuse words that do not align with God’s Word. You

can say:

o “ldon’t receive that.”
e “That’s not what God says about me.”
« “l reject those words in Jesus Christ’s Name.”

The enemy thrives on agreement. If you refuse to agree, the curse cannot
land.

The Media’s Subtle Attack

Careless words don’t only come from conversations. They also flow from
entertainment, news, music, media, and advertising. Many TV commercials
will try to get you to claim ilinesses, addictions, or weaknesses as
your own. They want you to internalize these conditions, ponder on them,
invite them into your thoughts, and repeat them with your own mouth.
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Guard your ears and eyes. The words you hear repeatedly are the words
that will settle in your heart. Make sure you are continually feeding on the
truth of God’s Word so that when careless words come, your spirit instantly
recognizes and rejects them.

Filling Your Heart With Truth

Jesus said, “A good man out of the good treasure of the heart bringeth
forth good things.” (Matthew 12:35) If you want to speak life, you must fill
your heart with life. This means:

« Meditating on Scripture daily.

« Confessing God’s Promises verbally out loud.

« Surrounding yourself with people of faith.

e Worshiping God and filling your home with songs of praise.

When your heart is saturated with God’s Word, careless words will
have no place to land.

Speaking Life In Every Situation

Refuse to speak death over yourself or others. Instead, agree with God:
e “By His stripes | am healed.” (Isaiah 53:5)

 “No weapon that is formed against thee shall prosper...” (Isaiah
54:17)

« “Greater is He that is in me, than he that is in the world.” (1 John 4:4)

 “My God shall supply all my need according to His riches in glory by
Christ Jesus.” (Philippians 4:19)

e “l can do all things through Christ which strengtheneth me.”
(Philippians 4:13)
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Replace every careless word with a deliberate word of life. Let your
mouth become a fountain of blessing, not a stream of destruction.

Confession Against Careless Words

In The Name Of Jesus Christ, | renounce every careless word that |
have ever spoken, and | cancel its effect. | reject every word spoken
over me that does not align with God’s Truth. | return back to the
sender every curse, careless word, or judgment that other people or
evil entities have spoken over me. | declare that my heart is filled with
God’s Word, and my mouth speaks life, blessing, hope, and victory.
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Intimidating Words

Intimidating words are one of the enemy’s oldest weapons. From the
beginning, Satan has tried to plant fear, doubt, and confusion in God’s
people through verbal attacks, threats, and manipulative speech. These
tactics are meant to weaken your faith, distract you from God’s Promises,
and ultimately silence your agreement with His Word.

The Bible tells us to “Be strong in the Lord, and in the power of his

might” (Ephesians 6:10). That means you do not have to cower under the
weight of another person’s intimidation, whether it comes from their tone,
accusations, or false claims against you. You can be polite and respectful,
but you must also be bold and immovable when it comes to God’s Truth.

Recognizing Intimidation For What It Is

People may become offended, jealous, or hostile toward you, for no

apparent reason. Sometimes, this is because your life in Christ convicts
them, and they are uncomfortable with the light you carry. Other times, it
is because the enemy is using them as a distraction to wear you down.

You need to be aware of narcissists, con-artists, scammers, telemarketers,
and church or ministry leaders who employ intimidation tactics against you.
They want you to make poor decisions with your money, time, and words.

The Bible warns us, “We wrestle not against flesh and blood, but
against principalities, against powers, against the rulers of the
darkness of this world” (Ephesians 6:12). The real battle is spiritual,
and the intimidation you feel is often a demonic attempt to get you to
retreat from speaking, and living, in agreement with God’s Word.

Closing The Door On Distractions

You are not obligated to entertain every person who demands your
attention, especially if their purpose is to tear you down, steal from you,
confuse you, or stir up strife.
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“Have no fellowship with the unfruitful works of darkness, but rather
reprove them” (Ephesians 5:11).

Engaging in fruitless debates with those who refuse to honor truth will only
drain your strength and focus. Instead, firmly and courteously end the
conversation. Your time is valuable, and your heart is to be guarded
above all else (Proverbs 4:23).

Responding With God’s Word

When someone tries to verbally intimidate you, remember the example
of Jesus when confronted by Satan in the wilderness—He responded only
with the written Word Of God (Matthew 4:1—11). God’s Word carries divine
authority that no human argument can overpower.

If someone falsely accuses you, or attempts to destroy your reputation,
hold fast to this promise:

“No weapon that is formed against thee shall prosper; and every
tongue that shall rise against thee in judgment thou shalt condemn”
(Isaiah 54:17).

Speak that truth out loud. Let the enemy know you will not agree with
his lies, or give any place to fear.

When To Walk Away

Some individuals are unstable in their words and actions —quick to
provoke, unpredictable, and unwilling to hear Truth. The Bible calls
such people “double minded” (James 1:8) and warns against casting
your pearls before swine (Matthew 7:6). If a conversation becomes

toxic, disengage without anger, trusting in God to be your defender.

Walking away is not weakness. It is wisdom. By doing so, you keep
your peace and leave the matter in God’s Hands. “The LORD shali
fight for you, and ye shall hold your peace” (Exodus 14:14).
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Turning The Tables With God’s Authority

While the world’s intimidating words are meant to shake your confidence,
God'’s Intimidating Words —His Truth—cause the forces of darkness to
tremble. When you speak Scripture in faith, you are not only defending
yourself, but actively pushing back the works of the enemy. Demons
can not stand against The Authority Of The Name Of Jesus Christ, and
The Power Of God’s Word.

Live Above Intimidation

Every Believer can live above the reach of intimidation by keeping their
eyes on Jesus Christ, their heart filled with Scripture, and their mouth
aligned with Truth. Make the choice today: no matter what is said against
you, you will stay rooted in His Promises, answer only with The Word

Of God, and let your life shine as a testimony of His Faithfulness.

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Be Careful Who You Agree With

Agreement is never neutral. It creates a spiritual link—an unseen bond—
between you and the person, statement, or situation you have affirmed.

The Bible is clear: “No man can serve two masters” (Matthew 6:24). You
cannot pledge allegiance to God while also aligning with things that oppose
His Truth.

Every “yes” you speak, every nod of the head, every verbal or silent
agreement is far more than casual conversation—it is a spiritual
handshake that invites either the blessing of Heaven or the influence
of Hell into your life.

The Power Of Agreement

God designed agreement to be powerful. Jesus said, “If two of you shall
agree on earth as touching any thing that they shall ask, it shall be
done for them of my Father which is in heaven” (Matthew 18:19).

Agreement, in God’s Plan, is a tool for blessing, breakthrough, and
answered prayer. But the enemy has always sought to twist what God
made for good to evil.

Satan knows that if he can get you to agree with his lies, his accusations,
or his fears, he can set in motion a chain of events that brings destruction.

Guarding Your Heart And Mind

Psalm 101:3 says, “l will set no wicked thing before mine eyes: | hate
the work of them that turn aside; it shall not cleave to me.”

This is more than just a warning against watching evil—it’s a safeguard
against letting what you see, hear, and agree with take root in your heart.

Whatever you give your attention to has the potential to “cleave” to you—
to attach itself to your thoughts, words, and future.
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« |f you agree with gossip, it can pull you into sin and damage
relationships.

« If you agree with fear-filled reports, it can weaken your faith.

« If you agree with worldly philosophies, they can slowly erode your
biblical worldview.

« |If you agree with deception, it can distort your view of the truth.

The Ripple Effect Of Agreements

Every agreement sets something in motion. Some consequences are
immediate; others may unfold years later.

Think of an unwise partnership in business—signing a contract with
someone who lacks integrity. The initial deal may seem promising, but in
time, their dishonesty or poor decisions can harm you financially and
damage your reputation.

Or consider an agreement in a relationship. Saying “yes” to a dating
relationship with someone who does not share your faith may not seem
dangerous at first, but over time, their beliefs and values will influence
your own—and possibly draw you away from God.

Just like having a child out of wedlock triggers a series of events that affect
the child, the parents, and extended family, every word of agreement sets
off a harvest—whether for good or evil.

The Importance Of Amos 3:3

Amos 3:3 asks the piercing question: “Can two walk together, except
they be agreed?” The answer is clear —no. Walking together means
going in the same direction with the same purpose, desires, values,
and destination.

This is not only a truth for friendships and relationships—it is also a
spiritual law. If you are in agreement with someone who is opposed to
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God’s Ways, you cannot walk in unity with The Holy Spirit at the same
time. Agreement determines direction. Direction determines destiny.

If you choose to walk with people who are rebelling against God, you are
inevitably moving in the same direction they are headed. That path will
never lead you into God’s Perfect Will. But when you choose to agree with
God, and walk with those who also agree with Him, your steps are ordered
toward blessing, peace, and eternal reward.

A Warning About Agreeing With Sin

Agreeing with sin—whether in word, action, silence, or approval—invites
spiritual decay into your life. Romans 6:16 warns you that you become a
servant to the one you obey, whether of sin unto death, or of obedience
unto righteousness.

When a Christian Believer agrees with sin:
« It dulls spiritual discernment, making it harder to hear God’s Voice.

« It grieves The Holy Spirit, breaking the flow of fellowship and
blessing.

« [t opens doors for the enemy, giving him legal grounds to accuse,
oppress, block, or hinder you.

« It damages your testimony, making it harder for others to see Jesus
Christ in you.

God calls His People to be separate from the works of darkness (2
Corinthians 6:17). This does not mean isolating from the world—it means
refusing to partner with, approve of, or agree with, sinful ways.

Examples Of Wrong Agreements

« Agreeing With Lies: When the enemy whispers, “You’ll never
succeed,” and you respond, “You’re right, | can’t do this,” you’ve
agreed with the lie and given it power.
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« Agreeing With Offense: When someone shares bitterness and you
join in on the complaint, you’ve partnered with their offense,
allowing their offense to affect you, instead of bringing peace.

« Agreeing With Fear: Saying “This situation will ruin me” aligns you
with destruction instead of God’s Deliverance.

The Blessing Of Right Agreement

The good news is that the power of agreement works both ways. When
you choose to agree with God’s Word, you invite His Promises to operate
in your life.

« Agree With God’s Protection: “The Lord is my refuge and my
fortress: my God; in him will | trust” (Psalm 91:2).

« Agree With God’s Provision: “But my God shall supply all your
need according to his riches in glory by Christ Jesus”
(Philippians 4:19).

« Agree With God’s Plans: ‘For | know the thoughts that | think
toward you... to give you an expected end” (Jeremiah 29:11).

When your words match His Words, you establish a covenant connection
to His Will and His Kingdom.

Be Slow To Agree

Proverbs 17:27 teaches, “He that hath knowledge spareth his words.”

Never rush to give your agreement—whether in conversation, in a contract,
or in matters of faith. Pray first. Test it against Scripture. Ask The Holy Spirit
for discernment.

The enemy is a master at disguising traps as opportunities. Some
agreements may appear harmless, but they can bind you spiritually,
emotionally, financially, or relationally.
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A Final Word Of Warning

Unstable people—those who are unpredictable in word and action—are
dangerous to align with. James 1:8 calls the double-minded man “unstable
in all his ways.” If a person is not consistent in honoring God’s Word, their
influence will pull you in directions that God never intended for you.

Be careful who and what you agree with. Agreement is never just about
the moment—it shapes your future. Always choose to agree with God’s
Word. Align your thoughts, your speech, and your decisions with Heaven’s
Truth. That kind of agreement builds a life and faith that cannot be shaken.
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Evidence Of Trusting In God With Every Word You Speak

Every word you speak is a public declaration of where your trust lies.
Your lips tell the truth about the condition of your heart, and your heart
reveals whether you are leaning on The Lord, or leaning on yourself.

The Bible says plainly in Proverbs 3:5-6:

“Trust in the LORD with all thine heart; and lean not unto thine own
understanding. In all thy ways acknowledge him, and he shall direct
thy paths.”

These verses are meant to be marching orders for daily Christian living.
They are God’s Standard for what it means to walk with Him, speak
for Him, and live in unshakable confidence that His Word is true.

The Heart—Mouth Connection

Jesus taught that “out of the abundance of the heart the mouth
speaketh” (Matthew 12:34). Your heart is the wellspring of your words,
and your words are the evidence of what you really believe. When your
heart is anchored in trust toward God, your mouth will echo His Promises.

But if your trust drifts toward self-reliance, fear, or doubt, your words will
clearly demonstrate that a shift in your trust of God has been made.

This is why God Commands us to guard our heart with all diligence
(Proverbs 4:23). If the heart is the reservoir, and the mouth is the outlet,
then guarding the reservoir ensures that only pure, faith-filled water flows
out of your mouth with the words that you speak.

Words As Evidence In The Courtroom Of Heaven

Every day, you are effectively giving testimony before Heaven. The angels,
the Lord Himself, and even the enemy listen to what comes out of your
mouth. Faith-filled words are evidence that you believe God is faithful.
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Fear-filled or complaining words are evidence that you are not convinced of
His Promises. The enemy is looking to accuse you, so guard your words.

God is pleased when your words match His Word, because that is the
sound of faith. Faith speaks the end result according to God’s Promise,
not the temporary conditions in front of your eyes.

When you say, “The Lord is my Shepherd; | shall not want” (Psalm
23:1), you are giving evidence that you trust His Provision more than the
economic climate. When you declare, “With His stripes we are healed”
(Isaiah 53:5), you are testifying that you trust His Power to heal more than
the diagnosis of any doctor. God can use doctors, but do not exclude God
from your healing, like so many people have done. Maintain faith in God.

The Danger Of Contradicting Your Faith

Every contrary word to God’s Truth is dangerous. The Bible warns that
whatever is not of faith is sin (Romans 14:23). Speaking words that oppose
God’s Promises opens a door for fear, doubt, and demonic interference.

When you speak words like “I'll never get through this” or “Nothing
ever works out for me,” you are unintentionally aligning with the enemy’s
plan, instead of God’s. Such words not only grieve The Holy Spirit, but also
act like legal permission slips for darkness to operate against you.

Repentance For Wrong Words

Thank God that The Blood Of Jesus Christ cleanses us from all sin,
including the sin of wrong speech. If you have spoken contrary to God’s
Word, repent immediately. Ask The Lord to forgive you for unbelieving or
careless words, and then replace them with faith-filled declarations.

Say out loud: “Lord, | trust You completely. | will no longer speak fear
or doubt. My mouth will agree with Your Word, for Your Word is
Truth.”

How To Keep Your Words In Alignment
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. Daily Bible Meditation — Fill your heart with Scripture so your mouth

overflows with truth.

Pause Before Speaking — Ask yourself, “Do these words agree
with what God Says?”

. Refuse Fear Language — Eliminate phrases that focus on lack,

sickness, or defeat.

. Speak God’s Promises Boldly — Use Scripture as your vocabulary.

. Acknowledge Him in All Ways — Make God the subject of your

confidence in every conversation.

Your Words Shape Your Path

The end of Proverbs 3:6 promises that when you acknowledge God in
all your ways—including your words —He will direct your paths. That
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means your faith-filled speech is not only evidence of your trust; it’s
also a steering mechanism for your life.

Just as a tree planted by rivers of water brings forth fruit in season (Psalm
1:3), your heart rooted in God’s Word will produce a continual harvest of
faith-filled words that direct your life into blessing.

If you want your path to lead into blessing, victory, and destiny, then keep
your mouth in agreement with Heaven. Speak life. Speak hope. Speak
promises. Speak trust.
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Repetition Is The Key To Believing God

Faith does not grow by accident—it grows by continual exposure to God’s
Word. Romans 10:17 declares, “So then faith cometh by hearing, and
hearing by the word of God.”

Notice it doesn’t say faith comes by “having heard” one time. Faith is
strengthened by hearing and hearing again—by repetition.

The world understands this principle well. Every good advertising agency,
political campaign, and sales organization knows that if you want people to
believe, trust, and remember something, you must repeat it over and over
again. That’s why you hear the same slogans, see the same logos, and
watch the same commercials multiple times. They are embedding a
message into your mind so it will come back to you later —often when
you’re making a decision.

If repetition works to convince people to buy a product, how much
more should God’s people use repetition to convince themselves of
the eternal, unchanging truth of God’s Word?

The Bible Commands Us To Keep God’s Word Before Us

God never intended for His Promises to be heard once and then forgotten.
He commands us to place His Word continually before our eyes, ears, and
hearts.

« Deuteronomy 11:18 — “Therefore shall ye lay up these my words in
your heart and in your soul, and bind them for a sign upon your hand,
that they may be as frontlets between your eyes.”

« Proverbs 3:3 — “Let not mercy and truth forsake thee: bind them
about thy neck; write them upon the table of thine heart.”

 Proverbs 6:21 — “Bind them continually upon thine heart, and tie
them about thy neck.”
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 Proverbs 7:3 — “Bind them upon thy fingers, write them upon the
table of thine heart.”

« Exodus 13:9 — “And it shall be for a sign unto thee upon thine hand,
and for a memorial between thine eyes, that the Lord’s law may be in
thy mouth: for with a strong hand hath the Lord brought thee out of

Egypt.”

In all these verses, God emphasizes continual remembrance and
constant repetition. His Word is not meant to be seasonal —it is meant
to be daily nourishment.

Why Repetition Works

Repetition works because it takes a truth from your head and roots it in
your heart. When you repeat God’s Word —reading it, speaking it,
meditating on it—you are engraving it into the very core of your being.
Then, when a crisis comes, you won’t have to search for the right words—
they will rise up from your heart and come out of your mouth.

When Jesus Christ was tempted in the wilderness, He didn’t search
through scrolls to find an answer to Satan’s lies. He spoke God’s Word
instantly and precisely: “It is written...” (Matthew 4:4, 4:7, 4:10). That
kind of instant response comes only from having The Word stored
deep inside through repetition.

The Sword Of The Spirit Is Sharpened By Repetition

Ephesians 6:17 calls The Word Of God “the sword of the Spirit.” A sword
is not effective if it is dull or left in its sheath. Soldiers in Bible times
sharpened their swords regularly—not just before a battle—so they would
always be ready.

Repetition sharpens your sword. Every time you quote Scripture,
every time you meditate on God’s Promises, you are honing your
spiritual weapon so it can cut through deception, fear, doubt, and
every fiery dart of the enemy.
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Hebrews 4:12 reminds us, “For the word of God is quick, and powerful,
and sharper than any twoedged sword, piercing even to the dividing
asunder of soul and spirit, and of the joints and marrow, and is a
discerner of the thoughts and intents of the heart.”

This is reality. God’s Word is so powerful that it can expose lies, divide truth
from error, and reveal what is truly in your heart. But for it to do this in your
life, it must be repeated until it becomes part of you.

Repetition Drives Out Forgetfulness

We are human, and humans forget. We forget names, instructions,
promises —even God’s Benefits. Psalm 103:2 warns, “Bless the Lord,
O my soul, and forget not all his benefits.” Why would God tell us to
“forget not” unless He knew we would be prone to forgetting?

The antidote to spiritual forgetfulness is repetition. The more you read
God’s Promises, the less likely you are to neglect them. The more you
speak His Truth aloud the more you’ll remember it when you need it most.

Daily Repetition Builds Unshakable Faith

Daily repetition of God’s Word is not legalism—it’s life support. Just as your
body needs daily food, your spirit needs daily feeding on Scripture. Joshua
1:8 says, “This book of the law shall not depart out of thy mouth; but
thou shalt meditate therein day and night, that thou mayest observe
to do according to all that is written therein: for then thou shalt make
thy way prosperous, and then thou shalt have good success.”

Notice the command is not just to read God’s Word, but to have it
continually in your mouth and in your thoughts —day and night.
Repetition is what keeps His Truth in constant circulation in your spirit.

Practical Ways To Repeat God’s Word
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1. Speak Verses Out Loud Daily — Faith comes by hearing, and that
includes hearing yourself speak God’s Promises.

2. Write Verses On Cards Or Notes — Place them in your home, car,
and workplace to keep them before your eyes.

3. Sing Scripture Songs — Music is one of the most effective forms of
repetition.

4. Memorize Key Passages — The more Scripture you commit to
memory, the more your spirit will have quick access to it in moments
of need.

5. Pray Scripture Back To God — This reinforces your agreement
with His Word and builds intimacy with Him.

The Result Of Repetition

When you saturate your life with God’s Word through repetition, your
faith becomes unshakable. You will be quick to reject lies, and quicker to
proclaim truth. You will find it easier to resist temptation, easier to
overcome fear, and easier to walk in God’s Promises.

Repetition is not just a mental exercise—it is a spiritual discipline that
transforms you from the inside out.

Final Challenge

Make a personal commitment: Choose 5-10 verses that cover areas where
you need faith to grow—healing, provision, protection, peace, guidance.

Repeat them daily —morning, noon, and night. Keep them before your
eyes, in your ears, and on your tongue.

Before long, you’ll find that God’s Word is not only in your Bible—it’s in
your heart, ready to rise up with power whenever you need it. And that
is the true key to believing God.
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Blessing Others With Your Words

Your mouth is not only a tool for shaping your own life — it is also a
channel God can use to change the lives of others. Every word you
speak has the potential to lift, encourage, strengthen, and inspire.
Just as your tongue can speak life over your own circumstances, it can
release life into the hearts of those around you.

Words Are Seeds In Other People’s Lives

Proverbs 25:11 says:
“A word fitly spoken is like apples of gold in pictures of silver.”

The right words at the right time are priceless. They can turn someone’s
day around, change the direction of their thinking, and even redirect the
course of their life.

Ephesians 4:29 instructs:

“Let no corrupt communication proceed out of your mouth, but that
which is good to the use of edifying, that it may minister grace unto
the hearers.”

Your words should leave people better than they were before they heard
you.

The Blessing Power Of Spoken Words

God Himself blesses with words. In Numbers 6:24-26, He gave Moses a
specific blessing for Aaron to speak over Israel:

“The LORD bless thee, and keep thee: The LORD make his face shine
upon thee, and be gracious unto thee: The LORD lift up his
countenance upon thee, and give thee peace.”

This blessing wasn’t silent meditation — it was a spoken declaration that
carried God’s Authority and Favor.
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Jesus Spoke Blessings

When Jesus Christ blessed children in Mark 10:16, the Scripture says He
“put his hands upon them, and blessed them.”

The blessing was verbal and intentional. Even on The Cross, He spoke
words of forgiveness over those crucifying Him:

“Father, forgive them; for they know not what they do” (Luke 23:34).

If our Lord made a practice of blessing others with His Words, so
should we.

Examples Of Blessing Others Today

« Encouraging The Discouraged: “God is with you; He will never
leave you nor forsake you.” (Hebrews 13:5)

« Speaking Healing: “| speak the peace and health of Christ into your
body.” (1 Peter 2:24)

« Confirming Potential: “You are chosen by God and equipped for His
Purpose.” (Jeremiah 1:5)

« Reassuring God’s Love: “Nothing can separate you from the love of
God in Christ Jesus.” (Romans 8:38-39)

A Modern Testimony

A man once told me that a single sentence from a Believer changed the
entire direction of his life. He was at his lowest point, contemplating
suicide, when someone simply said, “God still has a plan for you.” That
word of blessing planted hope where there was none, leading him back
to Jesus Christ, and into a life of ministry.

How To Be Intentional About Blessing Others
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1. Ask God For Sensitivity — The Holy Spirit can prompt you when
someone needs an encouraging word.

2. Speak Scripture — God’s Word carries eternal weight. When you
speak it over someone, you release divine truth into their life.

3. Be Specific — A vague “God bless you” is good, but a direct,
personal blessing is even better.

4. Speak In Faith — Even if you can’t see the change yet, speak the
desired outcome over their life.

The Ripple Effect Of Blessing

Proverbs 18:21 reminds us that life is in the power of the tongue. When
you bless others, you’re releasing life into them — and often, that
blessing multiplies. Encouraged people encourage others. Loved
people love others. Blessed people bless others.

Practical Confession Exercise

Here are blessings you can speak over others:

“The Lord bless you and keep you; His face shines upon you and
gives you peace.” (Numbers 6:24—26)

« “You are strong in the Lord and in the power of His might.” (Ephesians
6:10)

“You are filled with the knowledge of His Will in all wisdom and
spiritual understanding.”

When you open your mouth to bless,
you become a vessel for God’s Goodness in someone else’s life.
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Be Quick to Forgive

“For if ye forgive men their trespasses, your heavenly Father will also
forgive you: But if ye forgive not men their trespasses, neither will
your Father forgive your trespasses.” (Matthew 6:14—15)

Forgiveness is not optional in the Christian life. It is not a suggestion,
but a command from the Lord Jesus Christ Himself. Forgiveness is a
choice you make with your will and a confession that you release with
your mouth — not a feeling you wait to arrive. If you choose to hold
on to bitterness, you block the flow of God’s forgiveness, blessings,
and peace in your life.

The words you speak can either keep the door of unforgiveness shut
or open it wide to let God’s Love flow through you.

Why Forgiveness Must Be Quick

Delay in forgiveness is dangerous. Unforgiveness hardens the heart,
clouds spiritual vision, and creates a foothold for the enemy. Ephesians
4:26-27 warns, “Be ye angry, and sin not: let not the sun go down
upon your wrath: Neither give place to the devil.”

When you refuse to forgive, you are not only disobeying God, you are
granting Satan legal ground to attack your emotions, your relationships,
your finances, and even your physical health.

Quick forgiveness is like pulling a poisonous thorn out immediately
before it can fester. The longer you let it remain, the more damage it
causes.

Speaking Words Of Forgiveness

True forgiveness is not silent. Jesus taught us to pray, “Forgive us our
debts, as we forgive our debtors” (Matthew 6:12).
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When we speak forgiveness over others, we are acting in agreement
with God’s Nature.

Say it aloud:

“Father, | forgive them in The Name Of Jesus Christ. | release them
from all of their debt toward me. | bless them and pray Your Will in
their life.”

When you confess forgiveness with your mouth, you engage both your
spirit and your mind in the process. You take authority over your emotions
and align your heart with God’s heart.

Overcoming The Cycle Of Hurt

The world says, “Hurting people hurt other people.” While this may be
true, it does not have to be your story. As a follower of Jesus Christ, you
can break that destructive cycle. Romans 12:21 commands, “Be not
overcome of evil, but overcome evil with good.”

This doesn’t mean you allow others to repeatedly abuse or manipulate you.
Forgiveness is not the same as trust, and it does not require that you
put yourself back into a dangerous situation. But forgiveness does
mean you refuse to speak curses over those who have wronged you.
You choose instead to speak blessings, hope, and life.

Following Jesus Christ’s Example

When Jesus Christ hung on the cross, beaten, mocked, and falsely
accused, His Words were: “Father, forgive them; for they know not
what they do.” (Luke 23:34)

If anyone had the right to speak words of condemnation, it was Jesus
Christ. Yet, He chose words of mercy. When you forgive quickly, you
follow His Example, showing the world that God’s Love is stronger than
the offenses of man.
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Guarding Your Words After Forgiving

It’s possible to say “l forgive you” and then continue to speak negatively
about the person. This is not true forgiveness. Once you have forgiven,
your words should reflect it. Stop rehearsing the offense in your mind, or in
your conversation. Refuse to slander or gossip.

Proverbs 10:11 says, “The mouth of a righteous man is a well of life.”
Let your words be that well — refreshing, healing, and free of poison.

Forgiveness As A Gospel Withess

When you forgive those who mistreat you, you preach The Gospel
without saying a sermon. Your words and actions become a testimony of
God’s Mercy. Forgiveness opens a door for The Holy Spirit to convict
and draw that person toward repentance.

By forgiving quickly:
e You keep your heart pure before God.
* You keep the channel of His Blessings open into your life.

* You demonstrate Jesus Christ’s Love to a watching world.

Confession Of Forgiveness

“Father God, | choose to forgive every person who has wronged me. |
release them from any debt. | speak life, blessing, and peace over
them in The Name Of Jesus Christ. | will not rehearse their offense.
My mouth will Glorify Jesus Christ. | will walk in love, and keep my
heart free from bitterness. Amen.”
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Words That Invite God’s Presence

There are certain words, spoken from a heart of faith, that open the door
for God to manifest Himself in a tangible way. Scripture is clear — God
inhabits the praises of His People, responds to the cries of the righteous,
and draws near to those who call on His Name. Your mouth can become a
gateway for His Presence to fill your life, your home, and every situation
you face.

God Draws Near To The Voice Of His People

Psalm 145:18 says:

“The LORD is nigh unto all them that call upon him, to all that call
upon him in truth.”

This isn’t silent wishing — it’s verbal, intentional calling. God responds
to words of faith, worship, thanksgiving, and surrender. When you
speak these kinds of words, you are welcoming Him into the middle
of your circumstances.

Praise Is An Invitation

Psalm 22:3 declares:
“But thou art holy, O thou that inhabitest the praises of Israel.”

To “inhabit” means to live or dwell in. Praise is not just a warm-up before a
sermon — it is a verbal environment where God chooses to live. When
you declare His Goodness out loud, you create a place for His Presence
to manifest.

The Power Of Thanksgiving

Thanksgiving is more than polite manners; it is a spiritual key. Psalm
100:4 commands:
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“Enter into his gates with thanksgiving, and into his courts with
praise: be thankful unto him, and bless his name.”

Your words of gratitude open the gates to His Presence. Complaining
closes the door. Thanksgiving swings it wide open.

Biblical Examples Of Spoken Invitation

« Jehoshaphat’s Victory (2 Chronicles 20:21-22): When Judah faced
a massive army, they sent singers ahead saying, “Praise the LORD;
for his mercy endureth for ever.” God’s Presence turned the enemy
against itself.

« Paul and Silas in Prison (Acts 16:25-26): At midnight, they prayed
and sang praises to God. The result? A divine earthquake that
broke their chains.

« The Seraphim in Isaiah’s Vision (Isaiah 6:3—4): As they cried, “Holy,
holy, holy,” the glory of God filled the temple.

A Modern Testimony

A friend of mine was walking through a season of deep depression. She
began setting aside time each morning to speak praises out loud — even
when she didn’t feel like it. She would say, “Lord, You are faithful, You
are good, and Your mercy endures forever.” Over time, the heaviness
lifted, and she began to sense God’s Presence in a way she hadn’t in
years.

Why Spoken Words Matter

Matthew 12:34 says, “...for out of the abundance of the heart the
mouth speaketh.” When your heart is filled with love, gratitude, and
reverence toward God, it will overflow into words that invite Him closer.
And when you speak them, the atmosphere shifts — not just in your spirit,
but in the very space around you.
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How To Speak Words That Welcome God’s Presence

1.

Speak Praise Daily — Verbally honor Him for who He Is, not just
what He does.

Express Gratitude Out Loud — Thank Him for specific blessings.

Declare His Names — Each name of God reveals an aspect of His
character (Jehovah Jireh, Jehovah Shalom, etc.).

. Invite Him Personally — Say, “Lord, You are welcome in this

place” — whether it’s your home, your workplace, or your heart.

Scriptures to Use

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Speaking The Word In Prayer

Prayer is one of the most powerful privileges of the believer, but not all
prayer carries the same level of authority and effectiveness. The most
powerful prayer is prayer that is built on, and filled with, The Word Of God.
When you speak The Word in prayer, you are not merely expressing your
desires — you are declaring Heaven’s Truth over earth’s needs.

Why God’s Word In Prayer Works

|saiah 55:11 gives us this assurance:

“So shall my word be that goeth forth out of my mouth: it shall not
return unto me void, but it shall accomplish that which | please, and it
shall prosper in the thing whereto | sent it.”

When you pray God’s Word, you are sending back to Him the very
promises He Made — promises that He has already bound Himself to
fulfill.

1 John 5:14—-15 says:

“And this is the confidence that we have in him, that, if we ask any
thing according to his will, he heareth us: And if we know that he hear
us, whatsoever we ask, we know that we have the petitions that we
desired of him.”

How do we know His Will? By His Word. Speaking Scripture in prayer
aligns your request with His Will, guaranteeing that He Hears — and
answers.

Jesus Modeled This

When Jesus Christ faced temptation in the wilderness (Matthew 4:1-11),
He didn’t argue with Satan based on opinion. Three times He said, “lt is
written...” and quoted Scripture directly. Even in spiritual warfare, He

used the Word as His Weapon — and we should do the same in prayer.
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The Word Builds Boldness

Hebrews 4:16 says:

“Let us therefore come boldly unto the throne of grace, that we may
obtain mercy, and find grace to help in time of need.”

Praying God’s Word gives you boldness, because you’re not basing
your request on wishful thinking, but on His Unchanging Truth.

Biblical Examples Of Praying The Word

« King Jehoshaphat (2 Chronicles 20:5-12) — When surrounded by
enemies, he reminded God of His Covenant Promises and past
deliverances.

« Daniel (Daniel 9:2-3) — He prayed based on the prophecy of
Jeremiah, turning The Written Word into a spoken request.

« The Early Church (Acts 4:24-31) — In persecution, they quoted
Psalm 2 in prayer, and the place was shaken with God’s Power.

A Modern Testimony

A friend once faced a legal battle that seemed unwinnable. Instead of
praying vague prayers, she found specific Scriptures on justice, favor, and
God’s defense. She prayed, “Lord, You are my defender; You said no
weapon formed against me shall prosper. You said You will contend
with those who contend with me.” Weeks later, the case was resolved in
her favor in a way that left her attorney astonished. She told me, “Praying
God’s Word made me certain | was heard.”

How To Speak The Word In Prayer

1. Find Scriptures that cover your situation. Write them down.
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2. Pray them out loud. Your ears — and the spiritual realm — need to
hear them.

3. Personalize the verses. Change “you” or “they” to “I” or “me.”

4. Mix Faith with The Word. Hebrews 4:2 says The Word must be
“mixed with faith” to profit you.

Scriptures To Pray Aloud

« Philippians 4:19 — “But my God shall supply all my need according
to his riches in glory by Christ Jesus.”

« Psalm 91:2 — “l will say of the LORD, He is my refuge and my
fortress: my God; in him will | trust.”

« Isaiah 54:17 — “No weapon that is formed against thee shall
prosper...”

« James 1:5 — “If any of you lack wisdom, let him ask of God... and it
shall be given him.”

Practical Confession Exercise

Here are sample prayer confessions:

e “Your Word is health to my flesh and strength to my bones.” (Proverbs

Key Takeaway:
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Praying The Word transforms your prayer life from a place of uncertainty to
a place of authority. When you speak God’s Promises back to Him, you

are not reminding Him because He forgot — you are aligning yourself with
His Will and giving His Word a voice in your situation.
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The Daily Discipline Of Confession

Confessing God’s Word is not something to do only when trouble comes
or when you feel inspired. To see the full power of God’s Promises at work
in your life, speaking His Word must become a daily discipline — a habit
so ingrained that it shapes your thinking, governs your speech, and
frames your future every single day.

Why Daily Matters

Joshua 1:8 gives us God’s Prescription for success:

“This book of the law shall not depart out of thy mouth; but thou shalt
meditate therein day and night, that thou mayest observe to do
according to all that is written therein: for then thou shalt make thy
way prosperous, and then thou shalt have good success.”

Notice — The Word is not just to be in your heart or mind; it is to be in your
mouth continually. God told Joshua to speak it day and night. This was
not for God’s Benefit, but for Joshua’s — so that his faith would stay strong
and his direction sure.

Consistency Builds Strength

Just like physical exercise strengthens the body over time, daily confession
strengthens your spirit. You may not feel the change instantly, but day after
day, your words are training your mind and heart to agree with God rather
than with circumstances.

Hebrews 10:23 urges us:

“Let us hold fast the profession of our faith without wavering; (for he
is faithful that promised).”

Holding fast means you don’t let go, no matter what the day looks like.
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The Danger Of Sporadic Confession

Speaking The Word only when you’re in crisis is like watering a plant once
a month and wondering why it’s dying. Sporadic confession produces
sporadic results. Daily confession produces a continual flow of life,
direction, and victory.

Psalm 1:2-3 says the blessed man’s delight is in God’s Word “day and
night,” and as a result, “whatsoever he doeth shall prosper.”

Biblical Examples Of Daily Confession

« David — declared God’s Praises continually (Psalm 34:1).

« Daniel — prayed three times a day, no matter the threat (Daniel
6:10).

» Jesus Christ — continually spoke the Father’s Words, not His own
(John 12:49-50).

Their consistency created unshakable results.

A Modern Testimony

A businessman | know began the discipline of starting and ending his day
with a list of 10 Bible-based confessions over his life, family, and work. At
first, it felt mechanical. But after months, he noticed his thinking had
shifted, his faith was stronger, and his decisions were sharper. Within
a year, his company saw unprecedented growth, which he credited to the
habit of speaking God’s Word daily.

How To Build The Daily Habit

1. Set a Time — Morning and evening are ideal.

2. Choose Your Scriptures — Select verses that cover your needs,
goals, and spiritual growth.
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3. Speak Aloud — Silent reading is good; spoken confession is better.
4. Stay Committed — Treat it as essential as eating or sleeping.

5. Review and Update — Adjust your confession list as God leads
or seasons change.

Scriptures To Use In Daily Confession

« Psalm 103:2-3 — “Bless the LORD, O my soul... who forgiveth all
thine iniquities; who healeth all thy diseases.”

« Philippians 4:13 — “| can do all things through Christ which
strengtheneth me.”

« Romans 8:37 — “Nay, in all these things we are more than
conquerors through him that loved us.”

 Deuteronomy 28:6 — “Blessed shalt thou be when thou comest in,
and blessed shalt thou be when thou goest out.”

Practical Confession Exercise

When God’s Word becomes the
constant sound of your mouth, it will become the constant reality of
your life.
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When You Speak God’s Word Angels Are Activated and
Respond

Throughout The Bible, angels are presented as mighty servants of God,
carrying out His Commands and ministering to His People. They are not
mythical beings — they are real, powerful, and purposeful. And one of the
most important truths about angels is that they respond to The Word
Of God that is spoken in faith.

Psalm 103:20 declares:

“Bless the LORD, ye his angels, that excel in strength, that do his
commandments, hearkening unto the voice of his word.”

Notice carefully: Angels hearken unto the voice of His Word. That
means when God’s Word is spoken — whether from His Own Mouth, or
from your mouth as you speak it in faith — angels listen, and they act.

Angels: God’s Heavenly Agents

Angels are described in Scripture as “ministering spirits” (Hebrews 1:14),
sent forth to serve those who are heirs of salvation. They work on
God’s Assignments — protecting, delivering, guiding, and even bringing
provision to His People.

But angels are not activated by human whims, emotions, or unscriptural
declarations. Angels respond to The Word of God.

When you fill your mouth with Scripture, you are releasing the command
center orders of Heaven. Just as soldiers respond to the authority of a
commanding officer’s words, angels respond to The Authority Of God’s
Word on your lips.

Biblical Examples Of Angelic Response To God’s Word

1. Daniel’s Prayer and Angelic Speed
In Daniel 9:21-23, the angel Gabriel says, “At the beginning of thy
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supplications the commandment came forth, and | am come to
shew thee...” Daniel prayed according to God’s Promises, and
instantly, an angel was dispatched with the answer.

2. Peter’s Prison Release
In Acts 12, the church prayed according to God’s Will for Peter’s
release. The result? An angel appeared in the prison, broke his
chains, and led him out to safety.

3. Elijah and Angelic Provision
In 1 Kings 19:5-8, when Elijah was in despair, an angel brought him
food and drink that sustained him for forty days. God sent help
because Elijah was still aligned with His Mission.

Why Angels Respond To The Word
God’s Word Carries His Authority.

When it is spoken in faith, it is as though God Himself has spoken it.
Angels are bound by their loyalty to God to obey His Word — they are
not free to act apart from it.

If you speak fear, doubt, or unbelief, angels have nothing to act upon.
In fact, such words may give the enemy’s forces legal ground to interfere.
But when you declare, “It is written” — the same phrase that Jesus Christ
used to defeat Satan in the wilderness — angels are empowered to move
in line with God’s Command.

Practical Ways To Speak God’s Word And Activate Angels

1. Fill Your Spirit With Scripture — The more you know God’s Word,
the more you can speak it accurately in every situation.

2. Pray Psalm 91 Daily — It is one of the most angel-activating
passages in the Bible:

“For he shall give his angels charge over thee, to keep thee in all

or sinful requests, but to execute God’s Purposes in your life.

A Modern-Day Example

| once heard of a missionary couple traveling in a dangerous region. They
prayed and declared Psalm 91 before they left. Later, they learned that a
group had planned to attack them, but for some reason, the attackers saw
“men in shining garments” surrounding their vehicle and fled.

They had seen angels — dispatched and on assignment because God’s
Word was spoken in faith.

Guarding Against Angelic Inactivity

Angels do not respond to:
e Complaining or fear-filled words.
« Words that contradict Scripture.
« Human commands that are outside of God’s Will.

Your role is to speak The Word only (Matthew 8:8). Keep your confession
in agreement with God’s Promises, and angels will have their assignments
to carry out.

A Word of Balance

We are not to worship angels, pray to them, or seek their direct guidance.
Angels are servants of God, not mediators. Our focus is always on Jesus
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Christ, our Lord. But as we align with Him and speak His Word, we can
expect the unseen help of angels to be at work.

Confession For Angelic Activation

Father God, | thank You that Your Angels excel in strength and do
Your Commandments. | declare that Your Word is alive in my mouth.
As | speak Your Promises, angels are dispatched on my behalf to
protect, provide, and fulfill Your Will in my life. | rest in Your
Protection, and | walk in Your Victory, knowing that Heaven’s Armies
go before me. In Jesus Christ’s Mighty Name, | pray. Amen.
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Dispatching Angels Through Praise And Worship

The Word Of God reveals that praise and worship are not just expressions
of gratitude — they are powerful weapons of spiritual warfare. When God’s
people praise Him in faith, heaven moves. Angels, who continually worship
God in His Presence, are drawn into action when they hear that same
atmosphere of worship rising from earth.

Hebrews 1:14 says:

“Are they not all ministering spirits, sent forth to minister for them
who shall be heirs of salvation?”

And Psalm 22:3 declares:
“But thou art holy, O thou that inhabitest the praises of Israel.”

When praise goes up, The Presence Of God manifests. And when God’s
Presence is manifest, His Angelic Hosts stand ready to execute His Will.

The Heavenly Connection Between Praise And Angelic Activity

In the throne room of God, angels are constantly praising and worshipping.
Isaiah saw them crying, “Holy, holy, holy, is the LORD of hosts: the
whole earth is full of his glory.” (Isaiah 6:3).

When you lift your voice in worship here on earth, you are joining in
Heaven’s Song. This alignment with Heaven’s Atmosphere often causes
angelic activity to increase, because angels are most active where God’s
Glory is present, and His Word is being proclaimed.

Biblical Examples Of Praise Releasing Angelic Action

1. Jehoshaphat’s Victory Without Fighting
In 2 Chronicles 20, King Jehoshaphat sent singers ahead of his army
to praise the Lord:
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“Praise the LORD; for his mercy endureth for ever.” (v. 21)

As they sang, The Lord set ambushes against their enemies, causing
them to destroy one another. Angels executed God’s Battle Plan as
praise filled the air.

2. Paul And Silas In Prison
In Acts 16:25—-26, Paul and Silas prayed and sang praises at
midnight. Suddenly, there was a great earthquake, the prison doors
flew open, and everyone’s chains fell off. Angels were undoubtedly
involved in that supernatural jailoreak, set in motion by worship.

3. The Shepherds at Jesus’ Birth
In Luke 2:13—14, when the shepherds heard the announcement of
Jesus’ birth, “a multitude of the heavenly host” appeared, praising
God and declaring His Glory. Praise and angelic presence are
inseparable.

Why Praise Dispatches Angels

Praise does two powerful things:

1. It Exalts God Above The Problem — Praise shifts your focus from
the problem to the Problem-Solver.

2. It Declares God’s Word In Song — When praise is grounded in
Scripture, it becomes a declaration angels are authorized to act upon.

Angels operate in the presence of God’s Glory. Worship attracts that Glory.
As the Glory fills the atmosphere, angelic beings are dispatched to carry
out God’s Will — bringing protection, deliverance, healing, and victory.

Practical Ways To Release Angels Through Praise

1. Sing Scripture — Take verses and turn them into personal songs of
worship. Angels respond to God’s Word sung in faith.

2. Praise Before The Breakthrough — Don’t wait for the answer to
come. Praise God as if it is already done.

3. Fill Your Home With Worship — Play worship music that magnifies
God’s Greatness and His Promises. Create a constant angel-
friendly environment.

4. Combine Praise With Spoken Declarations — Sing your praise,
then speak The Promise from God’s Word over your situation.

A Real-Life Example

A woman once testified that during a violent storm, she began to walk her
living room, singing Psalm 91 out loud as a melody. She felt an
overwhelming peace and later learned that a tornado had been
heading straight for her home — but shifted course at the last minute.
She believed angels intervened as her praise rose to Heaven.

Guarding Against Praise That Lacks Power

e Avoid songs or lyrics filled with doubt or with begging God for
what He has already promised.

e Praise should agree with The Word Of God and be offered in faith,
not as a last resort.

Confession for Angelic Praise Activation

Father God, | thank You that You inhabit the praises of Your People.
As | worship You with a pure heart, and declare Your Word in song,
Your Angels are dispatched on my behalf. They go before me, protect
me, and bring to pass the victory You Have Promised. My home, my
family, and my life are filled with The Atmosphere Of Heaven. In
Jesus’ Name, | pray. Amen.
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Speaking And Singing The Word In Times Of Battle

Every Christian Believer will face spiritual battles. Some will come
suddenly, without warning; others will be long and drawn out. But in every
battle, The Word of God remains the Believer’s greatest weapon. And
when you combine speaking The Word with singing The Word, you
wield a double-edged sword that cuts down the enemy’s strategies,
and releases Heaven’s Power into your situation.

Ephesians 6:17 calls the Word of God “the sword of the Spirit.” Hebrews
4:12 says it is “quick, and powerful, and sharper than any twoedged
sword.” When you speak God’s Word in faith, you are swinging that
sword against the lies of the enemy. When you sing His Word in praise,
you are releasing the sound of victory before the final blow is struck.

Why Speaking And Singing The Word Is So Powerful In Battle

1. Speaking Declares God’s Authority — The devil is not afraid of your
emotions, but he must submit to the authority of God’s Word.
Jesus Christ Himself said to Satan, “It is written” (Matthew 4:4, 7,
10), and the enemy had to retreat.

2. Singing Establishes The Sound Of Victory — Singing God’s
Promises turns your confession into worship, and worship invites
the Manifest Presence Of God, which drives away the enemy.

3. Both Together Disarm The Enemy — Speaking establishes the
truth. Singing seals it with praise, which the enemy cannot stand
to be around.

Biblical Examples Of Speaking And Singing In Battle

1. Jehoshaphat’s Singing Army — In 2 Chronicles 20, Judah’s enemies
came against them in overwhelming numbers. God instructed them to
send singers ahead of the army. As they sang, “Praise the LORD;
for his mercy endureth for ever,” the Lord set ambushes and
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defeated their enemies. This was not just singing — it was singing
God’s Covenant Mercy, a spoken promise turned into song.

2. Paul And Silas In The Midnight Hour — Acts 16:25-26 tells us that
at midnight, Paul and Silas prayed and sang praises to God. Their
chains fell off, and the prison doors opened. Their speaking in prayer
combined with their singing in praise, released divine intervention.

3. Moses’ Song of Victory — After God drowned Pharaoh’s army in the
Red Sea, Moses and the children of Israel sang the song recorded in
Exodus 15. It declared what God had done, what He was doing, and
what He would yet do — all in the form of worship.

Practical Steps For Speaking And Singing The Word In Battle

1. ldentify Your Battle Verses — Find Scriptures that directly address
your situation (healing, provision, protection, deliverance). Memorize
them so you can speak them boldly.

2. Turn Those Verses Into Song — Even if you are not a trained singer,
you can sing to The Lord from your heart. Melody helps lock The
Word into your spirit, and makes it harder for the enemy to steal
it from your mind.

3. Speak The Word Aloud Daily — Don’t let The Word remain only in
your thoughts — give it voice, so it can go forth like a weapon.

4. Sing As An Act Of Faith Before The Outcome — Singing is not
just a celebration after victory. It is an act of faith before the walls
fall down.

A Modern-Day Testimony

A pastor once shared about a season when his church was under severe
financial attack. Instead of holding emergency meetings to strategize in

fear, they gathered nightly to worship, singing Scriptures about God’s
Provision. Between songs, they declared Promises like Philippians 4:19:
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“But my God shall supply all your need according to his riches in
glory by Christ Jesus.”

Within weeks, unexpected provision arrived in ways they could never
have planned. The combination of spoken declaration and sung praise
had shifted the atmosphere in the spirit realm.

Guarding Against Empty Words And Empty Songs

e Speaking The Word without faith in your heart will not produce results
(Mark 11:23).

« Singing songs that contradict The Truth of Scripture, or that magnify
problems, rather than God’s Greatness, will weaken your position in
battle. Your speaking and singing must agree with God’s Word and
be backed by genuine belief.

Confession For Victory Through Speaking and Singing

Father God, | thank You that Your Word is my sword and my song. In
the face of every battle, | will speak what You Have Said, and sing of
Your Goodness. My words are filled with faith, my songs carry the
sound of victory, and my heart remains steadfast. | praise You in
advance for the triumph You have already secured. In Jesus’ Name, |
pray. Amen.
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Holding Fast Your Confession Until The Battle Is Won

One of the greatest mistakes Christian Believers make in the fight of
faith is letting go of their confession too soon! They start strong,
speaking God’s Word with boldness and authority — but when
circumstances do not change quickly, their words shift. Doubt creeps
in. Their declarations weaken. And in many cases, they cancel out the
harvest before it has fully come.

The Bible is clear: the power of confession is not in saying something once,
but in holding fast to it without wavering until the victory is manifested.

Hebrews 10:23 commands:

“Let us hold fast the profession of our faith without wavering; (for he
is faithful that promised;)”

God is faithful to His Word. But we must be faithful to keep that Word
in our mouth.

What Does It Mean To “Hold Fast”?

In the original language, hold fast means “to seize and keep possession
of,” “to refuse to let go.” It paints the picture of gripping something with
both hands so tightly that nothing can pry it away.

Holding fast your confession means you refuse to speak anything
contrary to God’s Promise — no matter how bad it looks, no matter
how long it takes, no matter what anyone else says.

The Danger Of Letting Go

When you change your words to match your circumstances instead
of God’s Promises, you are shifting your agreement. Remember: you
are either agreeing with God or agreeing with the enemy.
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James 1:6-8 warns that the double-minded person “is unstable in all his
ways” and “let not that man think that he shall receive any thing of the
Lord.” Wavering words create unstable faith.

Biblical Examples Of Holding Fast

1. Abraham — Romans 4:20 says, “He staggered not at the promise
of God through unbelief; but was strong in faith, giving glory to
God.” Abraham waited decades for Isaac, yet his confession did
not change.

2. Joshua And Caleb — When the ten other spies brought back a
negative report, Joshua and Caleb held to what God said: “We are
well able to overcome it” (Numbers 13:30). Their steadfast words
kept them alive until The Promise was fulfilled.

3. The Woman With The Issue Of Blood — She kept saying within
herself, “If | may but touch his garment, | shall be whole”
(Matthew 9:21), until the day she acted on those words and was
instantly healed.

Why Time Is The Testing Ground

Between the time you speak God’s Word and the moment you see it

manifest, there is often a period of testing. This delay is not denial. It
is the proving ground, for your faith to be shown, and demonstrated.
Your faith always pleases God, and opens you up to be trusted more.

Satan will try to pressure you into speaking defeat. People may question
your stand. Your own mind will offer you reasons to quit. But this is the
exact moment when you must grip your confession tighter than ever.

Practical Ways To Hold Fast Until The Victory Comes

1. Guard Your Mouth Daily — Ask yourself, Am | speaking life or
death? (Proverbs 18:21)

2. Surround Yourself With Agreement — Keep company with
Believers who will stand with you in faith, not feed your doubts.

3. Rehearse Your Victory — Speak about the outcome as if it is
already done because God has already promised it.

4. Replace Negative Words Immediately — If you slip and say
something contrary to God’s Word, repent instantly and replace it
with the truth.

A Real-Life Testimony

A man believed God for complete healing from a diagnosis the doctors said
was incurable. For months, his symptoms persisted. Yet every time
someone asked how he was, his answer remained the same: ‘By His
stripes, | am healed.” Eventually, the manifestation came suddenly —
what doctors had called permanent vanished completely. He credited the
victory to refusing to speak anything but God’s Word until it became reality.

The Promise Of Holding Fast

Jesus Christ said in Mark 11:23—24 that if we do not doubt in our hearts,
but believe what we say will come to pass, we will have what we say.
This is not an occasional habit — it is a continual lifestyle. The battle may
be long, but the outcome is guaranteed when you stay in agreement with
God’s Word until the end. Remember, that you serve an unlimited God,
where nothing is too big or impossible for Him! Dream big with God!

Confession For Persevering In Confession

Father God, | refuse to let go of what You Have Promised. | grip Your
Word with unshakable faith. My confession will not change, no matter
what | see or feel. You are faithful to perform what You Have Spoken,
and | will hold fast my profession, until the full victory is manifested
in my life. In Jesus Christ’s Name, | pray. Amen.
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Pitfalls That Can Cancel Your Confession

The Bible tells us, “Death and life are in the power of the tongue: and
they that love it shall eat the fruit thereof” (Proverbs 18:21). This
means your words matter more than you may realize. They can build
up or tear down. They can release God’s Promises, or cancel them.

And while speaking words of faith is powerful, there are certain pitfalls
that can undermine, and even completely cancel your confession, if you
are not careful.

These pitfalls are subtle. They often slip in unnoticed, masked as “normal”
conversation or “harmless” sayings. But the spiritual law is clear: you
cannot sow weeds and expect a harvest of wheat. You cannot speak
doubt, and expect faith to flourish. Let me expose these pitfalls, so you
can shut the door on them, once and for all.

1. Mixing Doubt With Faith

James warns us about the danger of double-mindedness: “For let not that
man think that he shall receive any thing of the Lord. A double
minded man is unstable in all his ways” (James 1:7-8).

If you confess God’s Promises one moment and speak fear, doubt, or
defeat the next, you are sending mixed signals into the spiritual realm.
Faith requires consistency. It means speaking the same truth from God’s
Word, no matter how the circumstances look or feel.

2. Speaking Faith Only In Crisis

Many believers turn to confession only when trouble strikes. But if your
mouth is silent in seasons of peace, your faith foundation will be weak
when storms come. The psalmist wrote, “l will bless the Lord at all
times: his praise shall continually be in my mouth” (Psalm 34:1).

Continual agreement with God’s Word —through good and bad seasons

—builds unshakable faith that cannot be toppled.
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3. Allowing Unforgiveness To Remain

Jesus taught plainly that unforgiveness blocks our prayers: “But if ye
do not forgive, neither will your Father which is in heaven forgive
your trespasses” (Mark 11:26).

Holding bitterness or offense in your heart directly affects your ability to
confess God’s Word in purity of spirit. Faith works by love (Galatians
5:6), and love refuses to keep a record of wrongs.

4. Agreeing With Cultural Sayings That Contradict Scripture

The world has its own language —phrases that sound wise but are rooted
in fear, limitation, and unbelief. Common sayings like “That just runs in my
family,” “l guess it’s not meant to be,” or “You never know what will happen”
may seem harmless, but they contradict the certainty of God’s Promises.

Paul tells us, “Beware lest any man spoil you through philosophy and
vain deceit, after the tradition of men, after the rudiments of the
world, and not after Christ” (Colossians 2:8).

5. Neglecting To Guard Your Heart

Proverbs commands, “Keep thy heart with all diligence; for out of it are
the issues of life” (Proverbs 4:23).

If you feed your heart with negativity —through media, toxic relationships,
or careless talk—you will eventually speak it. Your mouth will always reveal
what fills your heart. Guarding your heart is essential to maintaining a
pure and powerful confession of faith about Jesus Christ.

6. Failing To Repent Of Contrary Words

Every Christian Believer misses it at times, speaking words they regret.
The danger comes when we leave those words uncorrected. Jesus said,
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“But | say unto you, That every idle word that men shall speak, they
shall give account thereof in the day of judgment” (Matthew 12:36).

The moment you recognize you have spoken contrary to God’s Word,
repent. Apply The Blood Of Jesus Christ, cancel those words, and replace
them with Truth.

7. Letting Feelings Dictate Your Words

Feelings are real, but they are not the highest authority—God’s Word is. If
you only confess what you feel, you will drift with every wave of emotion.

David gave us the model when he commanded his own soul: “Why art
thou cast down, O my soul? and why art thou disquieted within me?
hope thou in God” (Psalm 42:11).

Speak God’s Word to your feelings, not the other way around.

The Call To Vigilance

Your confession is a spiritual force. Every word carries weight. Avoiding
these pitfalls is not about becoming fearful of what you say—it’s about
becoming intentional. As Paul instructed, “Let your speech be alway
with grace, seasoned with salt” (Colossians 4:6).

Guard your words like you would guard treasure, because that is
exactly what they are.

Practical Step:
At the end of each day, ask yourself:
« Did my words today agree with God’s Word?
« Did I cancel any of my confessions through doubt, fear, or negativity?

Dol need to repent for anything | spoke, and replace it with Truth?
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When you make this a daily habit, you will keep your confession pure,
your faith strong, and your results sure.
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A Lifetime Of Speaking God’s Word

The truths in this book are not meant to inspire you for a week, or even a
season — they are meant to shape the rest of your life. Speaking God’s
Word is not a spiritual “emergency tool” you pull out in times of crisis. It is a
lifestyle, a continual walk of faith, a daily discipline that aligns your
mouth with The Voice Of The Almighty.

Jesus said in Matthew 4:4:

“Man shall not live by bread alone, but by every word that proceedeth
out of the mouth of God.”

If your body needs bread to live physically, your spirit needs God’s Word
— spoken, believed, and acted upon — to live victoriously.

This Is How Heaven Operates

From the very beginning, God ruled and shaped reality with His Words.
“And God said... and it was so” (Genesis 1). The entire Kingdom Of God
functions by the principle of His Word being declared, and acted upon.

And now, as His Children, He Calls us to operate in the same way —
not because our words have inherent magical power, but because when
we speak His Words in faith, His Authority flows through them.

Making The Decision To Live By His Word

Today, you stand at a decision point. Will you be a casual believer who
occasionally quotes a verse when it’'s convenient? Or will you be a Word-
speaker — someone who builds their life around the unshakable promises
of God and refuses to speak anything that contradicts them?

Living this way means:
« You measure every word you speak.

 You replace idle chatter with faith-filled declarations.
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 You speak the truth even when your feelings scream otherwise.

Speaking God’s Word Changes Everything

« It Changes You — The more you speak His Word, the more your
heart is renewed to believe it, and your life begins to match it.

« It Changes Circumstances — The atmosphere shifts when God’s
Promises are declared with faith.

« It Changes Others — Your words can bring hope, healing, and
encouragement to those who hear them.

A Call To Consistency

Victory in this life will not belong to those who speak the Word sporadically,
but to those who hold fast their confession every single day.

Hebrews 4:14 exhorts us:

“Seeing then that we have a great high priest, that is passed into the
heavens, Jesus the Son of God, let us hold fast our profession.”

Your words are not just for Sundays. They are for Monday mornings,
Thursday afternoons, and every moment in between. Repetition is key.

The Eternal Impact Of Your Words

Jesus said in Matthew 12:36-37:

“But | say unto you, That every idle word that men shall speak, they
shall give account thereof in the day of judgment. For by thy words
thou shalt be justified, and by thy words thou shalt be condemned.”

Your words are not temporary — they are seeds with eternal truth and
consequences. Speaking God’s Word ensures you are sowing life, truth,
and blessing — both now and forever. You should leave a positive legacy.

The Most Important Confession You Will Ever Make

Romans 10:9—-10 says:

“That if thou shalt confess with thy mouth the Lord Jesus, and shalt
believe in thine heart that God hath raised him from the dead, thou
shalt be saved. For with the heart man believeth unto righteousness;
and with the mouth confession is made unto salvation.”

This is the most vital confession you will ever make — confessing
Jesus Christ as your Lord and Savior. All the blessings of God’s Word
for this life are temporary compared to the eternal gift of Salvation.

Jesus Christ Himself said in Mark 8:36—37:

“For what shall it profit a man, if he shall gain the whole world, and
lose his own soul? Or what shall a man give in exchange for his
soul?”

Why You Need Salvation
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The Bible tells us plainly:

 “For all have sinned, and come short of the glory of God.”
(Romans 3:23)

 “For the wages of sin is death; but the gift of God is eternal life
through Jesus Christ our Lord.” (Romans 6:23)

Without Jesus Christ, every person is lost and separated from God. But
God’s Love for you is so great, that He made a way for your sins to be
forgiven and for you to be restored into right relationship with Him.

John 3:16 declares:

“For God so loved the world, that he gave his only begotten Son, that
whosoever believeth in him should not perish, but have everlasting
life.”

Jesus Christ died on The Cross, taking the punishment for your sins, and
rose from the dead in victory. Because of what He has done, forgiveness,
peace with God, and eternal life are all available to you right now.

Salvation
comes only through Jesus Christ (Acts 4:12). To be saved, you must
repent — turn away from sin — and put your trust fully in Jesus
Christ as both your Lord and Savior.
